D. Administrative Penalty Procedure for COVID-19-Related Violations

Departments: Public Health and County Counsel
20 minutes

(Dr. Tom Boo, Mono County Health Officer, County Counsel Simon) - The
County's existing administrative penalty system  (Mono County Code Chapter
1.12) provides for the imposition of penalties for violations of state and county
law, including health orders. Chapter 1.12 is general in nature and was not
specifically-tailored to address violations of public health orders related to
COVID-19.  This ordinance would create a more-tailored administrative penalty
procedure for violations involving public health orders and establish penalty
amounts for those violations.

Recommended Action: Adopt proposed ordinance establishing administrative
penalty procedure and penalty amounts specific to violation of public health
orders and state guidelines/orders related to preventing the spread of COVID-
19.

Fiscal Impact: The ordinance may result in de minimus fine revenue to the
County, which would partially offset the costs of enforcement.

E. Resolution Superseding and Replacing Resolution R17-86, Creating a
Revolving Loan Fund for the Purchase of Deed-Restricted Housing, to
Add Three 6-Month Loan Extension Periods, Delegate Authority to the
CAO, and Commit Interest Earnings to Affordable Housing Purposes

(Janet Dutcher, Finance Director, Megan Mahaffey, Accountant) - Resolution
R17-86, amended Resolution R15-81, authorizing creation of Mono County's
revolving loan fund to facilitate the purchase of deed-restricted properties by
Mammoth Lakes Housing (MLH). The previous resolution permits loans to MLH
for a period no longer than 12 months. This proposed Resolution allows for three
6-month extension beyond the original twelve-month term, delegates authority to
the CAO to approve these extension, and commits all fund interest earnings to
affordable housing purposes.
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Recommended Action: Adopt proposed Resolution R20-___, Superseding
and Replacing Resolution R17-86, Creating a Revolving Loan Fund for the
Purchase of Deed-Restricted Housing, to Add Three 6-Month Loan Extension
Periods, Delegate Authority to the CAO, and Commit Interest Earnings to
Affordable Housing Purposes.

Fiscal Impact: Allowing for 6-month extensions will permit MLH more time to
complete renovations and sale activities associated with property securing the
outstanding loan of $104,000, which current term expires on December 16,
2020.

Background: Earlier this year local resident, Andrea Colasardo conducted a fundraising effort for 
the construction of a shade structure at the Whitmore animal shelter. Her motivation and 
approach provide a great example of how a single individual can make a significant difference in 
their community. 
 
In the spring of this year Andrea was walking her dog near the Whitmore shelter when she 
noticed a dog outside in the exercise area and realized that there was no shade in the yard. 
Andrea thought to herself, “here we are living in a beautiful area with many people who love 
animals. We must be able to do better than this”. 
 
From Andrea’s simple yet clear idea she determined to try to do something to make a difference. 
She reached out on social media, created a GoFundMe page and in approximately 2 weeks she 
was able to raise over $4,000. Most donations were from the local community, but one donation 
was from Switzerland. 
 
From Andrea’s energy and the generosity of the community, we were provided the funds to 
construct a beautiful gazebo which will offer shade for the dogs and visitors who come to socialize 
these animals for many years to come. 
 
We would also like to thank Pam Smitheman, Eric Eilts, Tony Iniguez, and Joe Blanchard from 
our Public Works Facilities Division for their guidance and expertise in building this structure.

WHEREAS, the location of the Whitmore Animal Shelter is subject to harsh conditions such as heavy 
snow load and high winds on a regular basis, thus making it difficult for Mono County Animal Control to 
provide shade structures that offer sufficient protection for the shelter dogs and those visiting the facility;

WHEREAS, Andrea Colasardo, a Mono County resident, noted the lack of effective shade structures 
while walking her dog past the Whitmore Shelter yard early in 2020 and elected to help our county

WHEREAS, a project was launched within the county to fulfill the needs of the Whitmore Animal Shelter 
with the money Andrea Colasardo raised for this purpose; and 
 
WHEREAS, Mono County’s engineers and construction experts convened in order to build a sturdy, 
attractive structure which could provide shade for Whitmore Shelter through all seasons and weather 
events; and 
 
WHEREAS, with the shade structure being inspected and officially approved on November 3rd, 2020, the 
dogs and visitors at Whitmore Animal Shelter can now enjoy the backyard with the protection of their 
beautiful new pergola, provided by the efforts of Andrea Colasardo and Mono County;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Mono County Board of Supervisors proclaims its sincere appreciation for all of 
the employees, residents, and donors who combined forces to bring this project to fruition. And we offer a 
special thank you to Andrea Colasardo for the initiative and exceptional generosity she has shown to 
Mono County Animal Control.

Recommendation:  

Approve the Data Use and Disclosure Agreement between Mono County and CalCONNECT related 

to information privacy and security requirements.  
 

Discussion:   

CalCONNECT is a platform that was designed in partnership between CDPH and Salesforce to be 

used as a tracking tool by local health jurisdictions for case investigation and contact tracing as it 

relates to the COVID-19 pandemic. It is meant to streamline the data flow from CalREDIE 

(California's current communicable disease reporting platform) so that any data collected on cases 

and contacts can be stored and accessed in one place. Key features include a virtual assistant to aid 

in outreach, standardized call scripts, and a "status" system to easily tell where a case/contact is in 

the process. Additionally, counties that received ELC grant funds are required to submit a monthly 

performance metrics report and if the county is tracking over 90% of their cases in CalCONNECT, 

these reports are automatically generated as opposed to needing to be manually submitted.  
 

On 12/8/20 Mono County Public Health requests the Board approve the Data Use and Disclosure 

Agreement between Mono County and CalCONNECT. The Data Use and Disclosure Agreement has 

been approved by CalCONNECT.  
 

The intent of the Data Use and Disclosure Agreement with CalCONNECT is to set forth the 

information privacy and security requirements that Mono County and the California Department of 

Public Health are obligated to follow with respect to all CalCONNECT data collected or created 

within the CalCONNECT system.  
 

Fiscal Impact/Budget Projections:

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CalCONNECT System for California Connected  
Data Use and Disclosure Agreement 

 
 
This CalCONNECT System (“CalCONNECT”) Data Use And Disclosure Agreement (“Agreement”) for 
the California Connected Program sets forth the information privacy and security requirements that 
the County of Mono, a political subdivision of the State of California (“Participant”), and the California 
Department of Public Health (“CDPH”) are obligated to follow with respect to all CalCONNECT Data 
(as defined herein) collected or created within the CalCONNECT System.  Participant will have 
access to the CalCONNECT System managed by CDPH and will use it for COVID-19 surveillance 
and control in Mono County.  By entering into this Agreement, CDPH and Participant agree to protect 
the privacy and provide for the security of all CalCONNECT Data in compliance with all state and 
federal laws applicable to the CalCONNECT Data. Permission to receive, use and disclose 
CalCONNECT Data requires execution of this Agreement that describes the terms, conditions, and 
limitations of Participant’s collection, use, and disclosure of the CalCONNECT Data. 
 

I. Supersession: This Agreement supersedes any prior CalCONNECT Agreement between 
CDPH and Participant. 
 

II. Definitions: For purposes of this Agreement, the following definitions shall apply: 
 

A. Breach: “Breach” means: 
  

1. the acquisition, access, use, or disclosure of CalCONNECT Data in violation 
of any state or federal law or in a manner not permitted under this Agreement 
that compromises the privacy, security or integrity of the information. For 
purposes of this definition, “compromises the privacy, security or integrity of 
the information” means poses a significant risk of financial, reputational, or 
other harm to an individual or individuals; or 
 

2. the same as the definition of "breach of the security of the system" set forth in 
California Civil Code section 1798.29, subdivision (f). The “system” 
referenced in Civil Code section 1798.29 shall be interpreted for purposes of 
this Agreement to reference the CalCONNECT System only. 
 

B. CalCONNECT System Data:  “CalCONNECT System Data” means data in the 
CalCONNECT System including demographic, epidemiologic (including clinical 
information, risk factor information, exposure information, information on COVID-19 
Cases and COVID-19 Contacts, and laboratory test result information), and 
administrative information on 2019 Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) collected for the 
purposes of contact tracing, case investigation, disease prevention, and 
surveillance.   
 

1. CalCONNECT Data specifically includes information contained in or derived 
from the following: 
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a. California Reportable Disease Information Exchange 
(CalREDIE) System, which includes: 
 

i. Confidential Morbidity Report (CMR) required by Title 
17 of the California Code of Regulations CCR sections 
2500, 2593, 2641.5-2643.20, and 2800-2812 
Reportable Diseases and Conditions. 

 
ii. Laboratory Test and Result information required by Title 

17 of the CCR sections 2505 and 2641.5 - 2643.20. 
 

iii. Communicable Disease Control Report Forms (required 
for specific diseases and conditions that are mandated 
by state laws and regulations to be reported by 
healthcare providers and laboratories to local health 
officers), including laboratory confirmed cases of 
COVID-19. 
 

b. California Connected COVID-19 Contact Tracing Activities, 
which includes: 
 

i. Demographic data of COVID-19 Cases and COVID-19 
Contacts;  
 

ii. Information obtained through interviews with COVID-19 
Cases and COVID-19 Contacts, including but not 
limited to, health information, demographic information, 
location and location history information, risk factor 
information, laboratory test results, and other personal 
information as defined by Civil Code section 1798.3; 
and  
 

iii. Records of communications with COVID-19 Cases and 
COVID-19 Contacts which contain personal information 
as defined by Civil Code section 1798.3, including but 
not limited to, phone call recordings, SMS (text) 
messages, call logs, and tracking sheets.  
  

2. CalCONNECT Data specifically excludes the following information: 
 

a.  [Reserved.] 
 

C. California Connected: “California Connected” means the State of Calfornia program 
launched in May 2020 for Contact Tracing, communicable disease surveillance, and 
public awareness related to COVID-19. 
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D. Contact Tracing: “Contact Tracing” means the process of tracking COVID-19 as it 
spreads from person to person with the goal of halting transmission. 
 

E. COVID-19 Cases: “COVID-19 Cases” means persons with a suspected or confirmed 
case of COVID-19 in California.  
 

F. COVID-19 Contacts: “COVID-19 Contacts” means persons in California who may 
have been in contact with, interacted with or were otherwise exposed to a COVID-19 
Case.  
 

G. Disclosure: “Disclosure” means the release, transfer, provision of, access to, or 
divulging in any other manner of information.   

 
H. Security Incident: “Security Incident” means: 

 
1. an attempted breach;  

 
2. the attempted or successful modification or destruction of CalCONNECT Data 

in the CalCONNECT System, in violation of any state or federal law or in a 
manner not permitted under this Agreement; or 

 
3. the attempted or successful modification or destruction of, or interference 

with, system operations in the CalCONNECT System that negatively impacts 
the confidentiality, availability or integrity of CalCONNECT Data, or hinders or 
makes impossible the receipt, collection, creation, storage, transmission or 
use of CalCONNECT Data in the CalCONNECT System. 

 
I. Use: “Use” means the sharing, employment, application, utilization, examination, or 

analysis of information. 
 

J. Workforce Member: “Workforce Member” means an employee, volunteer, trainee, or 
other person whose conduct, in the performance of work for Participant, is under the 
direct control of Participant, whether or not they are paid by the Participant. 
 

K. [Reserved.]   
 

III. Background and Purpose:   
 
The CalCONNECT System is an online database that maintains information, collected 
through the California Connected program, on contact tracing of COVID-19 to test, trace 
and isolate people who may have been infected. The purpose of this database is to 
improve the efficiency of disease surveillance activities and the early detection of public 
health events through the collection of more complete and timely surveillance information 
on a state-wide basis. CalCONNECT is a secure, web-based electronic solution for state 
departments and local health departments to maintain information to allow them to 
interview COVID-19 Cases and COVID-19 Contacts, identify the individuals they have 
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interacted with, and notify those contacts to evaluate whether they need to isolate or 
quarantine. CalCONNECT is an integral part of the overall California public health 
emergency preparedness and response strategy to COVID-19 as a database resource to 
adequately implement statewide contact tracing through both state departments and local 
health departments. 
 

IV. Legal Authority for Collection, Use and Disclosure of CalCONNECT Data:  The legal 
authority for CDPH and Participant to collect, use and disclose CalCONNECT Data is set 
forth in Attachment A, which is made part of this Agreement by this reference. 

 
V. Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA) Authority: 

 
A. CDPH and CalCONNECT HIPAA Status: CDPH is a “hybrid entity” for purposes of 

applicability of the federal regulations entitled "Standards for Privacy of Individually 
Identifiable Health Information" ("Privacy Rule") (45 C.F.R. Parts 160, 162, and 164) 
promulgated pursuant to the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 
1996 (HIPAA) (42 U.S.C. §§ 1320d - 1320d-8) (as amended by Subtitle D Privacy, of 
the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health (HITECH) Act 
(Pub. L. 111–5, 123 Stat. 265–66)). The CalCONNECT System has not been 
designated by the CDPH as, and is not, one of the HIPAA-covered “health care 
components” of CDPH. (45 C.F.R. § 164.504(c)(3)(iii).) The legal basis for this 
determination is as follows: 
 

1. The CalCONNECT System is not a component of CDPH that would meet the 
definition of a covered entity or business associate if it were a separate legal 
entity. (45 C.F.R. §§ 160.105(a)(2)(iii)(D); 160.103 (definition of “covered 
entity”)); and 
 

2. The HIPAA Privacy Rule creates a special rule for a subset of public health 
activities whereby HIPAA cannot preempt state law if, “[t]he provision of state 
law, including state procedures established under such law, as applicable, 
provides for the reporting of disease or injury, child abuse, birth, or death, or 
for the conduct of public health surveillance, investigation, or intervention.”  
(45 C.F.R. § 160.203(c) [HITECH Act, § 13421, sub. (a)].) [NOTE: See State 
laws and regulations listed in Attachment A]; 

 
B. Parties Are “Public Health Authorities”: CDPH and Participant are each a “public 

health authority” as that term is defined in the Privacy Rule.  (45 C.F.R. §§ 164.501; 
164.512(b)(1)(i).)   

 
C. CalCONNECT Data Use and Disclosure Permitted by HIPAA: To the extent a 

disclosure or use of CalCONNECT Data may also be considered a disclosure or use 
of “Protected Health Information” (PHI) of an individual, as that term is defined in 
Section 160.103 of Title 45, Code of Federal Regulations, the following Privacy Rule 
provisions apply to permit such CalCONNECT Data disclosure and/or use by CDPH 
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and Participant, without the consent or authorization of the individual who is the 
subject of the PHI: 

 
1. HIPAA cannot preempt state law if, “[t]he provision of state law, including 

state procedures established under such law, as applicable, provides for the 
reporting of disease or injury, child abuse, birth, or death, or for the conduct of 
public health surveillance, investigation, or intervention.” (45 C.F.R. § 
160.203(c) [HITECH Act, § 13421, sub. (a)].) [NOTE: See state laws and 
regulations listed in Attachment A]; 
 

2. A covered entity may disclose PHI to a “public health authority” carrying out 
public health activities authorized by law; (45 C.F.R. § 164.512(b).);  
 

3. A covered entity may use or disclose protected health information to the 
extent that such use or disclosure is required by law and the use or disclosure 
complies with and is limited to the relevant requirements of such law.”  (Title 
45 C.F.R. §§ 164.502 (a)(1)(vii), 164.512(a))(1).)  and, 

 
4. Other, non-public health-specific provisions of HIPAA may also provide the 

legal basis for all or specific CalCONNECT Data uses and disclosures.  
 

D. No HIPAA Business Associate Agreement or Relationship Between CDPH and 
Participant: This Agreement and the relationship it memorializes between CDPH and 
Participant do not constitute a business associate agreement or business associate 
relationship pursuant to Title 45, CFR, Part 160.103 (definition of “business 
associate”). The basis for this determination is Section 160.203(c) of Title 45 of the 
Code of Federal Regulations (see, also, [HITECH Act, § 13421, subdivision. (a)].) 
[NOTE: See state laws and regulations listed in Attachment A]. Accordingly, this 
Agreement is not intended to nor at any time shall result in or be interpreted or 
construed as to create a business associate relationship between CDPH and 
Participant. By the execution of this Agreement, CDPH and Participant expressly 
disclaim the existence of any business associate relationship. 

 
VI. Permitted Disclosures: The Participant and its workforce members and agents, shall 

safeguard the CalCONNECT Data to which they have access from unauthorized 
disclosure. The Participant, and its workforce members and agents, shall not disclose any 
CalCONNECT Data for any purpose other than carrying out contact tracing in the 
Participant's obligations under this Agreement or the statutes and regulations set forth in 
Attachment A, or as otherwise allowed or required by state or federal law. When COVID-19 
Cases and COVID-19 Contacts cross into another county’s jurisdiction, the Participant shall 
be permitted to disclose CalCONNECT Data with the local health department of that 
county’s jurisdiction. Any such disclosure of CalCONNECT Data shall be limited to the 
minimum necessary, to the extent practicable, in carrying out the Participant’s obligations 
under this Agreement or as otherwise allowed or required by state or federal law.    
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VII. Permitted Use: The Participant, and its workforce members and agents, shall safeguard the 
CalCONNECT Data to which they have access to from unauthorized use. The Participant, 
and its workforce members and agents, shall not use any CalCONNECT Data for any 
purpose other than carrying out the Participant's obligations under this Agreement or the 
statutes and regulations set forth in Attachment A, or as otherwise allowed or required by 
state or federal law. Any such use of CalCONNECT Data shall be limited to the minimum 
necessary, to the extent practicable, in carrying out the Participant’s obligations under this 
Agreement or as otherwise allowed or required by state or federal law.    

 
VIII. Restricted Disclosures and Uses:  

 

A. [Reserved.] 
 

IX. Safeguards: Participant shall implement administrative, physical, and technical safeguards 
that reasonably and appropriately protect the privacy, confidentiality, security, integrity, and 
availability of CalCONNECT Data. The Participant shall develop and maintain a written 
information privacy and security program that includes administrative, technical and 
physical safeguards appropriate to the size and complexity of the Participant’s operations 
and the nature and scope of its activities in performing its legal obligations and duties 
(including performance of its duties and obligations under this Agreement), and which 
incorporates the requirements of Section X, Security, below. Participant shall provide 
CDPH with Participant’s current and updated policies. 
 

X. Security: The Participant shall take all steps necessary to ensure the continuous security of 
all computerized data systems containing CalCONNECT Data. These steps shall include, 
at a minimum: 

 
A. Providing a level and scope of security that is at least comparable to the level and 

scope of security established by the Office of Management and Budget in OMB 
Circular No. A-130, Appendix III- Security of Federal Automated Information 
Systems, and/or NIST 800-53 (version 4 or subsequent approved versions) which 
sets forth guidelines for automated information systems in Federal agencies; and 
 

B. In case of a conflict between any of the security standards contained in any of the 
aforementioned sources of security standards, the most stringent shall apply. The 
most stringent means that safeguard which provides the highest level of protection 
to CalCONNECT Data from breaches and security incidents.  

  
XI. Security Officer: The Participant shall designate a Security Officer to oversee its 

compliance with this Agreement and for communicating with CDPH on matters concerning 
this Agreement. Such designation is set forth in Attachment B, which is made a part of this 
Agreement by this reference. 
 

XII. Training: The Participant shall provide training on its obligations under this Agreement, at 
its own expense, to all of its workforce members who assist in the performance of 
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Participant’s obligations under this Agreement, or otherwise use or disclose CalCONNECT 
Data. 

 
A. The Participant shall require each workforce member who receives training to 

receive and sign a certification, indicating the workforce member’s name, the date 
on which the training was completed, and an agreement to comply with all applicable 
federal and state laws. 
 

B. The Participant shall retain each workforce member’s written certifications for CDPH 
inspection for a period of three years following contract termination. 

 
XIII. Workforce Member Discipline: Participant shall impose discipline that it deems appropriate 

(in its sole discretion) on such employees and other Participant workforce members under 
Participant’s direct control who intentionally or negligently violate any provisions of this 
Agreement. 
 

XIV. Participant Breach and Security Incident Responsibilities: 
 

A. Notification to CDPH of Breach or Security Incident:  The Participant shall notify 
CDPH immediately by telephone call plus email or fax upon the discovery of a 
breach (as defined in this Agreement), or within twenty-four (24) hours by email or 
fax of the discovery of any security incident (as defined in this Agreement).  
Notification shall be provided to the CDPH Program Manager, the CDPH Privacy 
Officer and the CDPH Chief Information Security Officer, using the contact 
information listed in Section XIV(G), below. If the breach or security incident occurs 
after business hours or on a weekend or holiday and involves CalCONNECT Data in 
electronic or computerized form, notification to CDPH shall be provided by calling 
the CDPH IT Service Desk at the telephone numbers listed in Section XIV(G),), 
below. For purposes of this Section, breaches and security incidents shall be treated 
as discovered by Participant as of the first day on which such breach or security 
incident is known to the Participant, or, by exercising reasonable diligence would 
have been known to the Participant. Participant shall be deemed to have knowledge 
of a breach or security incident if such breach or security incident is known, or by 
exercising reasonable diligence would have been known, to any person, other than 
the person committing the breach or security incident, who is a workforce member or 
agent of the Participant. 
 
Participant shall take: 
 

1. prompt corrective action to mitigate any risks or damages involved with the 
breach or security incident and to protect the CalCONNECT System 
operating environment; and, 
 

2. any action pertaining to a breach required by applicable federal or state laws, 
including, specifically, California Civil Code section 1798.29. 
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B. Investigation of Breach:  The Participant shall immediately investigate such breach 
or security incident, and within seventy-two (72) hours of the discovery, shall inform 
the CDPH Program Manager, the CDPH Privacy Officer, and the CDPH Chief 
Information Security Officer of: 
 

1. what data elements were involved and the extent of the data involved in the 
breach, including, specifically, the number of individuals whose personal 
information was breached; and 
 

2. a description of the unauthorized persons known or reasonably believed to 
have improperly used the CalCONNECT Data and/or a description of the 
unauthorized persons known or reasonably believed to have improperly 
accessed or acquired the CalCONNECT Data, or to whom it is known (or 
reasonably believed) to have had the CalCONNECT Data improperly 
disclosed to them; and 
 

3. a description of where the CalCONNECT Data is known or believed to have 
been improperly used or disclosed; and 
 

4. a description of the known or probable causes of the breach or security 
incident; and 

 
5. whether Civil Code section 1798.29 or any other federal or state laws 

requiring individual notifications of breaches have been triggered. 
 

C. Written Report:  The Participant shall provide a written report of the investigation to 
the CDPH Program Manager, the CDPH Privacy Officer, and the CDPH Chief 
Information Security Officer within five (5) working days of the discovery of the 
breach or security incident.  The report shall include, but not be limited to, the 
information specified above, as well as a full, detailed corrective action plan, 
including information on measures that were taken to halt and/or contain the breach 
or security incident, and measures to be taken to prevent the recurrence of such 
breach or security incident. 
 

D. Notification to Individuals: If notification to individuals whose information was 
breached is required under state or federal law, and regardless of whether 
Participant is considered only a custodian and/or non-owner of the CalCONNECT 
Data, Participant shall, at its sole expense, and at the sole election of CDPH, either: 

 
1. make notification to the individuals affected by the breach (including 

substitute notification), pursuant to the content and timeliness provisions of 
such applicable state or federal breach notice laws.  The CDPH Privacy 
Officer shall approve, in writing, the time, manner and content of any such 
notifications, prior to the transmission of such notifications to the individual(s); 
or 
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2. cooperate with and assist CDPH in its notification (including substitute 
notification) to the individuals affected by the breach. 

 
E. Submission of Sample Notification to California Attorney General:  If notification to 

more than 500 individuals is required pursuant to California Civil Code section 
1798.29, Participant shall, at its sole expense, and at the sole election of CDPH, 
either: 

 
1. electronically submit a single sample copy of the security breach 

notification, excluding any personally identifiable information, to the 
California Attorney General pursuant to the format., content and timeliness 
provisions of Section 1798.29, subdivision (e).  Participant shall inform the 
CDPH Privacy Officer of the time, manner and content of any such 
submissions, prior to the transmission of such submissions to the Attorney 
General; or 

 
2. cooperate with and assist CDPH in its submission of a sample copy of the 

notification to the California Attorney General. 
 

F. Public Statements:  Participant shall cooperate with CDPH in developing content for 
any public statements regarding Breaches or Security Incidents related to Participant 
and shall not provide any public statements without the express written permission 
of CDPH. Requests for public statement(s) by any non-party about a breach or 
security incidents shall be directed to the CDPH Program Manager, the CDPH 
Privacy Officer and the CDPH Chief Information Security Officer, using the contact 
information listed in Section XIV(G), below.  

 
G. CDPH Contact Information: To direct communications to the above referenced 

CDPH staff, the Participant shall initiate contact as indicated below.  CDPH reserves 
the right to make changes to the contact information by giving written notice to the 
Participant.  Said changes shall not require an amendment to this Agreement.

XV. CDPH Breach and Security Incident Responsibilities: CDPH shall notify Participant 
immediately by telephone call plus email or fax upon the discovery of a breach (as defined 
in this Agreement), or within twenty-four (24) hours by email or fax of the discovery of any 
security incident (as defined in this Agreement) that involves CalCONNECT Data that was 
created or collected by Participant in the CalCONNECT System. Notification shall be 
provided by CDPH to the Participant Representative, using the contact information listed in 
Attachment B, which is made a part of this Agreement by this reference. For purposes of 
this Section, breaches and security incidents shall be treated as discovered by CDPH as of 
the first day on which such breach or security incident is known to CDPH, or, by exercising 
reasonable diligence would have been known to CDPH. CDPH shall be deemed to have 
knowledge of a breach or security incident if such breach or security incident is known, or 
by exercising reasonable diligence would have been known, to any person, other than the 
person committing the breach or security incident, who is a workforce member or agent of 
CDPH. 

 
A. Participant Contact Information: To direct communications to the Participant’s 

breach/security incident response staff, CDPH shall initiate contact as indicated 
by Participant in Attachment B. Participant’s contact information must be 
provided to CDPH prior to execution of this Agreement. Participant reserves the 
right to make changes to the contact information in Attachment B. Said changes 
shall not require an amendment to this Agreement. 

 
XVI. Compliance with California Health and Safety Code Section 121022(h): CDPH and 

Participant shall comply, when required, with California Health and safety Code Section 
121022, subdivision (h), which provides as follows: “Any potential or actual breach of 
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confidentiality of HIV-related public health records shall be investigated by the local health 
officer, in coordination with the department, when appropriate. The local health officer shall 
immediately report any evidence of an actual breach of confidentiality of HIV-related public 
health records at a city or county level to the department and the appropriate law 
enforcement agency. The department shall investigate any potential or actual breach of 
confidentiality of HIV-related public health records at the state level, and shall report any 
evidence of such a breach of confidentiality to an appropriate law enforcement agency.” 
 

XVII. Term of Agreement:  Unless otherwise terminated earlier in accordance with the provisions 
set forth herein, this Agreement shall remain in effect for three (3) years after the latest 
signature date in the signature block below. After three (3) years, this Agreement will expire 
without further action. If the parties wish to extend this Agreement, they may do so by 
reviewing, updating, and reauthorizing this Agreement. If one or both of the parties wish to 
terminate this Agreement prematurely, they may do so upon 30 days advanced written 
notice. CDPH may also terminate this Agreement pursuant to Section XVIII, below. 
 

XVIII. Termination for Cause: 
 

A. Termination Upon Breach: A breach by either party of any provision of this 
Agreement, as determined by CDPH or Participant, shall constitute a material 
breach of the Agreement and grounds for immediate termination of the Agreement 
by CDPH or Participant by providing written notice of such termination. At its sole 
discretion, CDPH or Participant may give the breaching party 30 days to cure the 
breach. 
 

B. Judicial or Administrative Proceedings: CDPH and Participant shall notify the other 
party in writing if it is named as a defendant in a criminal proceeding related to a 
violation of this Agreement. CDPH or Participant may terminate the Agreement by 
providing written notice to the other party if the other party is found guilty of a 
criminal violation related to a violation of this Agreement. CDPH or Participant may 
terminate the Agreement by providing written notice to the other party if a finding or 
stipulation that the other party has violated any security or privacy laws is made in 
any administrative or civil proceeding in which the other party is a party or has been 
joined. 

 
XIX. Amendment: The parties acknowledge that Federal and State laws relating to information 

security and privacy are rapidly evolving and that amendment of this Agreement may be 
required to provide for procedures to ensure compliance with such laws. The parties 
specifically agree to take such action as is necessary to implement new standards and 
requirements imposed by regulations and other applicable laws relating to the security or 
privacy of CalCONNECT Data. Upon CDPH’s request, Participant agrees to promptly enter 
into negotiations with CDPH concerning an amendment to this Agreement embodying 
written assurances consistent with new standards and requirements imposed by 
regulations and other applicable laws. CDPH may terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) 
days written notice in the event: 
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A. Participant does not promptly enter into negotiations to amend this Agreement 
when requested by CDPH pursuant to this Section, or 

 
B. Participant does not enter into an amendment providing assurances regarding 

the safeguarding of CalCONNECT Data that CDPH in its sole discretion deems 
sufficient to satisfy the standards and requirements of applicable laws and 
regulations relating to the security or privacy of CalCONNECT Data.

agents are a named adverse party. 

 
XXI. Disclaimer: CDPH makes no warranty or representation that compliance by Participant with 

this Agreement will be adequate or satisfactory for Participant’s own purposes or that any 
information in Participant’s possession or control, or transmitted or received by Participant, 
is or will be secure from unauthorized use or disclosure. Participant is solely responsible for 
all decisions made by Participant regarding the safeguarding of CalCONNECT Data. 
 

XXII. Transfer of Rights: Participant has no right and shall not delegate, assign, or otherwise 
transfer or delegate any of its rights or obligations under this Agreement to any other 
person or entity. Any such transfer of rights shall be null and void. 
 

XXIII. No Third-Party Beneficiaries: Nothing express or implied in the terms and conditions of this 
Agreement is intended to confer, nor shall anything herein confer, upon any person other 
than CDPH or Participant, any rights, remedies, obligations or liabilities whatsoever.

Fiscal Impact: 

The total sum of all payments made by County to Mcginley & Associates, Inc. shall not exceed 
$75,000 in any calendar year, for a term beginning January 1, 2021 and ending December 31, 2022. 
This annual amount provided is deemed sufficient to meet the needs for the duration of the contract 
and will be paid from the Solid Waste Enterprise Fund.  

Discussion: 

Since June of 2018 Mono County has contracted with McGinley & Associates, Inc. (the Contractor) 
for the provision of groundwater sampling, reporting, and monitoring services. The Contractor was 
also specifically contracted to sample County landfill monitoring wells for the presence of per- and 
polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS) per order of Lahontan Regional Water Quality Control Board 
(Regional Water Board) in 2019.  

The Contractor conducts groundwater sampling on a quarterly basis and reporting on a semi-annually 
basis. These are Waste Discharge Requirements for each County landfill both closed and active. Staff 
has been satisfied with the services performed and has a need to continue contracting for these 
services, and therefore recommends approving an Agreement Amendment with McGinley & Ass.

This AGREEMENT AND SECOND AMENDMENT BETWEEN COUNTY OF MONO 

AND MCGINLEY & ASSOCIATES, INC. FOR THE PROVISION OF GROUNDWATER 

SAMPLING AND REPORTING SERVICES (“Second Amendment”) is made and entered into 

by and between the County of Mono (“County”), a political subdivision of the State of 

California, and McGinley & Associates, Inc. (“Contractor”), of Reno, Nevada.  Hereinafter, 

County and Contractor may be referred to herein collectively as the “Parties”.   

RECITALS 

A. On or about June 25, 2018, the Parties entered into the AGREEMENT

BETWEEN COUNTY OF MONO AND MCGINLEY & ASSOCIATES, INC. FOR THE 

PROVISION OF GROUNDWATER SAMPLING AND REPORTING SERVICES (“Original 

Agreement”) for Contractor’s provision of certain groundwater sampling, reporting, and 

monitoring services. 

B. Paragraph 3.D of the Original Agreement provides that the total sum of all

payments made by County to Contractor for services and work under the Original Agreement 

shall not exceed $65,000.00 in any twelve month period, and shall not exceed $120,000.00 

during the term of the Original Contract (collectively, the “Contract Limit”).  In addition, 

Attachment A: Scope of Work to the Original Agreement includes primarily tasks related to 

groundwater sampling, monitoring, and reporting at County’s landfills and transfer stations. 

C. In March 2019, the Lahontan Regional Water Quality Control Board (“Regional

Water Board”) issued three orders to County’s Public Works Department – Solid Waste Division 

(“Division”) requiring the Division to perform random groundwater sampling and prepare 

technical reports related to the possible presence of per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS) 

at the Bridgeport Landfill, the Walker Landfill, and the Chalfant Landfill.   Thereafter, on or 

about July 3, 2019, the Parties entered into the AGREEMENT AND FIRST AMENDMENT TO 

AGREEMENT BETWEEN COUNTY OF MONO AND MCGINLEY & ASSOCIATES, INC. 

FOR THE PROVISION OF GROUNDWATER SAMPLING AND REPORTING SERVICES 

(“First Amendment”) to amend the Original Agreement to extend the term thereof until 

December 31, 2020; to increase the Contract Limit specified in Paragraph 3.D thereof to an 

amount not exceed $75,000 in any calendar year; and to revise Attachment A (Scope of Work) 

thereof so that Contractor had sufficient time, compensation, and authority to perform and 

provide groundwater sampling work and services, and prepare the technical reports, consistent 

with the Regional Water Board orders. 

D. County has been satisfied with the services performed by Contractor under the

Original Agreement and continues to have a need for Contractor’s services.  Therefore, the 

Parties wish to amend the Original Agreement, as amended by the First Amendment, to extend 

the term thereof. 



NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows: 

1. Paragraph 2 of the Original Agreement, as amended by the First Agreement, is

amended to extend the term specified in Paragraph 2 of the Original Agreement to December 31, 

2022.   

2. All other provisions of the Original Agreement, as amended by the First

Amendment, not expressly amended or modified by this Second Amendment shall remain in full 

force and effect. 

3. This Second Amendment may be executed in two (2) or more counterparts

(including electronic and facsimile transmission), each of which shall constitute an original, and 

all of which taken together shall constitute one and the same written instrument.

3. NATIONAL LABOR RELATIONS BOARD CERTIFICATION: Contractor certifies that 
no more than one (1) final unappealable finding of contempt of court by a Federal court 
has been issued against Contractor within the immediately preceding two-year period 
because of Contractor's failure to comply with an order of a Federal court, which orders 
Contractor to comply with an order of the National Labor Relations Board. (Pub. Contract 
Code §10296) (Not applicable to public entities.)  

4. CONTRACTS FOR LEGAL SERVICES $50,000 OR MORE- PRO BONO 
REQUIREMENT: Contractor hereby certifies that Contractor will comply with the 
requirements of Section 6072 of the Business and Professions Code, effective January 1, 
2003.  

Contractor agrees to make a good faith effort to provide a minimum number of hours of 
pro bono legal services during each year of the contract equal to the lessor of 30 
multiplied by the number of full time attorneys in the firm’s offices in the State, with the 
number of hours prorated on an actual day basis for any contract period of less than a full 
year or 10% of its contract with the State. 

Failure to make a good faith effort may be cause for non-renewal of a state contract for 
legal services, and may be taken into account when determining the award of future 
contracts with the State for legal services. 

5. EXPATRIATE CORPORATIONS:  Contractor hereby declares that it is not an 
expatriate corporation or subsidiary of an expatriate corporation within the meaning of 
Public Contract Code Section 10286 and 10286.1, and is eligible to contract with the 
State of California. 

6. SWEATFREE CODE OF CONDUCT:   

a. All Contractors contracting for the procurement or laundering of apparel, garments or 
corresponding accessories, or the procurement of equipment, materials, or supplies, 
other than procurement related to a public works contract, declare under penalty of 
perjury that no apparel, garments or corresponding accessories, equipment, materials, or 
supplies furnished to the state pursuant to the contract have been laundered or produced 
in whole or in part by sweatshop labor, forced labor, convict labor, indentured labor under 
penal sanction, abusive forms of child labor or exploitation of children in sweatshop labor, 
or with the benefit of sweatshop labor, forced labor, convict labor, indentured labor under 
penal sanction, abusive forms of child labor or exploitation of children in sweatshop labor.  
The contractor further declares under penalty of perjury that they adhere to the Sweatfree 
Code of Conduct as set forth on the California Department of Industrial Relations website 
located at www.dir.ca.gov, and Public Contract Code Section 6108.

b. The contractor agrees to cooperate fully in providing reasonable access to the 
contractor’s records, documents, agents or employees, or premises if reasonably 



required by authorized officials of the contracting agency, the Department of Industrial
Relations, or the Department of Justice to determine the contractor’s compliance with the 
requirements under paragraph (a). 

7. DOMESTIC PARTNERS:  For contracts of $100,000 or more,  Contractor certifies that 
Contractor is in compliance with Public Contract Code section 10295.3. 

8. GENDER IDENTITY: For contracts of $100,000 or more, Contractor certifies that 
Contractor is in compliance with Public Contract Code section 10295.35.

DOING BUSINESS WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA

The following laws apply to persons or entities doing business with the State of California.

1. CONFLICT OF INTEREST: Contractor needs to be aware of the following provisions 
regarding current or former state employees.  If Contractor has any questions on the 
status of any person rendering services or involved with the Agreement, the awarding 
agency must be contacted immediately for clarification. 

Current State Employees (Pub. Contract Code §10410): 

1). No officer or employee shall engage in any employment, activity or enterprise from 
which the officer or employee receives compensation or has a financial interest and 
which is sponsored or funded by any state agency, unless the employment, activity or 
enterprise is required as a condition of regular state employment.  

2). No officer or employee shall contract on his or her own behalf as an independent 
contractor with any state agency to provide goods or services. 

Former State Employees (Pub. Contract Code §10411):

1). For the two-year period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state 
officer or employee may enter into a contract in which he or she engaged in any of the 
negotiations, transactions, planning, arrangements or any part of the decision-making 
process relevant to the contract while employed in any capacity by any state agency. 

2). For the twelve-month period from the date he or she left state employment, no former 
state officer or employee may enter into a contract with any state agency if he or she was 
employed by that state agency in a policy-making position in the same general subject 
area as the proposed contract within the 12-month period prior to his or her leaving state 
service. 

If Contractor violates any provisions of above paragraphs, such action by Contractor shall 
render this Agreement void. (Pub. Contract Code §10420) 

Members of boards and commissions are exempt from this section if they do not receive 
payment other than payment of each meeting of the board or commission, payment for 
preparatory time and payment for per diem. (Pub. Contract Code §10430 (e)) 

2. LABOR CODE/WORKERS' COMPENSATION: Contractor needs to be aware of the 
provisions which require every employer to be insured against liability for Worker's 
Compensation or to undertake self-insurance in accordance with the provisions, and 



Contractor affirms to comply with such provisions before commencing the performance of 
the work of this Agreement. (Labor Code Section 3700) 

3. AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT: Contractor assures the State that it complies 
with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990, which prohibits discrimination on 
the basis of disability, as well as all applicable regulations and guidelines issued pursuant 
to the ADA. (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) 

4. CONTRACTOR NAME CHANGE: An amendment is required to change the 
Contractor's name as listed on this Agreement. Upon receipt of legal documentation of 
the name change the State will process the amendment.  Payment of invoices presented 
with a new name cannot be paid prior to approval of said amendment. 

5. CORPORATE QUALIFICATIONS TO DO BUSINESS IN CALIFORNIA: 

a. When agreements are to be performed in the state by corporations, the contracting 
agencies will be verifying that the contractor is currently qualified to do business in 
California in order to ensure that all obligations due to the state are fulfilled.   

b. "Doing business" is defined in R&TC Section 23101 as actively engaging in any 
transaction for the purpose of financial or pecuniary gain or profit.  Although there are 
some statutory exceptions to taxation, rarely will a corporate contractor performing within 
the state not be subject to the franchise tax. 

c. Both domestic and foreign corporations (those incorporated outside of California) must 
be in good standing in order to be qualified to do business in California.  Agencies will 
determine whether a corporation is in good standing by calling the Office of the Secretary 
of State. 

6. RESOLUTION: A county, city, district, or other local public body must provide the State 
with a copy of a resolution, order, motion, or ordinance of the local governing body which 
by law has authority to enter into an agreement, authorizing execution of the agreement.

7. AIR OR WATER POLLUTION VIOLATION: Under the State laws, the Contractor shall
not be: (1) in violation of any order or resolution not subject to review promulgated by the 
State Air Resources Board or an air pollution control district; (2) subject to cease and 
desist order not subject to review issued pursuant to Section 13301 of the Water Code for 
violation of waste discharge requirements or discharge prohibitions; or (3) finally 
determined to be in violation of provisions of federal law relating to air or water pollution.

8. PAYEE DATA RECORD FORM STD. 204: This form must be completed by all 
contractors that are not another state agency or other governmental entity. 



 
1. Service Overview 

 
The California Department of Health Care Services (hereafter referred to as DHCS or 
Department) administers the Mental Health Services Act, Lanterman-Petris-Short (LPS) 
Act, Projects for Assistance in Transition from Homelessness (PATH), Community Mental 
Health Services Block Grant (MHBG), Substance Abuse Treatment and Prevention 
Block Grant (SABG), and Crisis Counseling Assistance and Training Program (CCP) 
programs and oversees county provision of community mental health services pursuant to 
the Bronzan-McCorquodale Act. Contractor (hereafter referred to as County in this Exhibit) 
must meet certain conditions and requirements to receive funding for these programs and 
community mental health services. This Agreement, which is County’s performance 
contract, as required by Welfare and Institutions Code (Welf. & Inst. Code) sections 5650, 
subd. (a), 5651, 5897, and California Code of Regulations (Cal. Code Regs.), Title 9, 
section 3310, sets forth conditions and requirements that County must meet in order to 
receive this funding. This Agreement does not cover federal financial participation or State 
general funds as they relate to Medi-Cal services provided through the Mental Health Plan 
Contracts. County agrees to comply with all of the conditions and requirements described 
herein.   
 
DHCS shall monitor this Agreement to ensure compliance with applicable federal and State 
law and applicable regulations. (Gov. Code, §§ 11180-11182; Welf. & Inst. Code, §§ 5614, 
5717, subd. (b), 5651, subd. (b)(10) & 14124.2, subd. (a).) 

 
2. Service Location 

 
The services shall be performed at appropriate sites as described in this contract. 

 
3. Service Hours 

 
The services shall be provided during times required by this contract.

Services Block Grant programs, and Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment 
Block Grant programs. 

 
G. Provide all data and information set forth in sections 5610 and 5664 of the Welfare

H. If County elects to provide the services described in Chapter 2.5 (commencing with 

section 5670) of Division 5 of the Welfare and Institutions Code, comply with

I. Comply with all applicable laws and regulations for all services delivered, including 

all laws, regulations, and guidelines of the Mental Health Services Act.  
 

6. Services Authority 
 

A. THE MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES ACT PROGRAM 
 

1) Program Description 
 

Proposition 63, which created the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA), was 
approved by the voters of California on November 2, 2004. The Mental Health 
Services (MHS) Fund, which provides funds to counties for the 
implementation of its MHSA programs, was established pursuant to Welfare 
and Institutions Code section 5890.  The MHSA was designed to expand 
California’s public mental health programs and services through funding 
received by a one percent tax on personal incomes in excess of $1 million.  
Counties use this funding for projects and programs for prevention and early 
intervention, community services and supports, workforce development and 
training, innovation, plus capital facilities and technological needs through 
mental health projects and programs. The State Controller distributes MHS 
Funds to the counties to plan for and provide mental health programs and 
other related activities outlined in a county’s three-year program and 
expenditure plan or annual update.  MHS Funds are distributed by the State 
Controller’s Office to the counties on a monthly basis.   

 
DHCS shall monitor County’s use of MHS Funds to ensure that the County 
meets the MHSA and MHS Fund requirements. (Gov. Code §§ 11180-11182; 
Welf. & Inst. Code, §§  5651, subd. (b)(10), 5897, subd. (d), & 14124.2, subd. 
(a).) 

 
2) Issue Resolution Process 

 
County shall have an Issue Resolution Process (Process) to handle client 
disputes related to the provision of their mental health services.  The Process 



shall be completed in an expedient and appropriate manner.  County shall 
develop a log to record issues submitted as part of the Process.  The log shall 
contain the date the issue was received; a brief synopsis of the issue; the final 
issue resolution outcome; and the date the final issue resolution was reached. 

 
3) Revenue and Expenditure Report 

 
County shall submit its Revenue and Expenditure Report (RER) electronically 
to the Department and the Mental Health Services Oversight and 
Accountability Commission by December 31 following the close of the fiscal 
year in accordance with Welfare and Institutions Code sections 5705 and 
5899, regulations, and DHCS-issued guidelines.  The RER shall be certified 
by the County’s Behavioral Health Director (also referred to as “mental health 
director”) and the County’s auditor-controller (or equivalent), using the DHCS-
issued certification form.  Data submitted shall be full and complete. 

 
If the RER does not meet the requirements, in accordance with the procedure 
in section 9 of this Agreement, DHCS may withhold payments from the MHS 
Fund until the County submits a complete RER. (Welf. & Inst. Code, §§ 5655; 
Cal. Code Regs., tit. 9, § 3510, subd. (c).) 

 
4) Distribution and Use of Local Mental Health Services Funds: 

 
a. Welfare and Institutions Code section 5891, subdivision (c), provides 

that commencing July 1, 2012, on or before the 15th day of each 
month, pursuant to a methodology provided by DHCS, the State 
Controller shall distribute to County’s Local Mental Health Services 
Fund (MHS Fund) (established by County pursuant to Welfare and 
Institutions Code section 5892, subdivision (f)) all unexpended and 
unreserved funds on deposit as of the last day of the prior month in the 
Mental Health Services Fund for the provision of specified programs 
and other related activities.    

 
b. The expenditure for Prevention and Early Intervention (PEI)  may be 

increased by County if DHCS determines that the increase will 
decrease the need and cost for additional services to severely mentally 
ill persons in County by an amount at least commensurate with the 
proposed increase. (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5892, subd. (a)(4).) 

 
  Local MHS Fund money distributed to counties by the State 

Controller’s Office includes funding for annual planning costs pursuant 
to Welfare and Institutions Code section 5848.  The total of these costs 
shall not exceed five percent of the total annual revenues received for 
the Local MHS Fund.  The planning costs shall include money for 
County’s mental health programs to pay for the costs of having 
consumers, family members, and other stakeholders participate in the 



planning process, and for the planning and implementation required for 
private provider contracts to be expanded to provide additional 
services. (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5892, subd. (c).) 

c. County shall use Local MHS Fund monies to pay for those portions of 
the mental health programs/services for children and adults for which 
there is no other source of funds available.  (Welf. & Inst. Code, §§ 
5813.5, subd. (b), 5878.3 subd. (a); Cal. Code Regs., tit. 9, § 3610, 
subd. (d).) 

d. County shall only use Local MHS Funds to expand mental health 
services. These funds shall not be used to supplant existing State or 
County funds utilized to provide mental health services.  These funds 
shall only be used to pay for the programs authorized in Welfare and 
Institutions Code sections 5890 and 5892.  These funds may not be 
used to pay for any other program and may not be loaned to County’s 
general fund or any other County fund for any purpose. (Welf. & Inst. 
Code, § 5891, subd. (a).) 

e. All expenditures for County mental health programs shall be consistent 
with a currently approved three-year program and expenditure plan or 
annual update pursuant to Welfare and Institutions Code section 5847. 
(Welf. & Inst. Code, §§ 5891, subd. (d), 5892, subd. (g).) 

5) Three-Year Program and Expenditure Plan and Annual Updates: 
 

a. County shall prepare and submit a three-year program and 
expenditure plan, and annual updates, adopted by County’s Board of 
Supervisors, to the Mental Health Services Oversight and 
Accountability Commission (MHSOAC) and DHCS within 30 calendar 
days after adoption.  (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5847, subd. (a).) The three-
year program and expenditure plan and annual updates shall include 
all of the following: 

 
i. A program for PEI in accordance with Part 3.6 of Division 5 of 

the Welfare and Institutions Code (commencing with section 
5840). (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5847, subd. (b)(1).) 

 
ii. A program for services to children in accordance with Part 4 of 

Division 5 of the Welfare and Institutions Code (commencing 
with section 5850), to include a wraparound program pursuant 
to Chapter 4 of Part 6 of Division 9 of the Welfare and 
Institutions Code (commencing with section 18250), or provide 
substantial evidence that it is not feasible to establish a 



wraparound program in the County. (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5847, 
subd. (b)(2).) 

 
iii. A program for services to adults and seniors in accordance with 

Part 3 of Division 5 of the Welfare and Institutions Code 
(commencing with section 5800). (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5847, 
subd. (b)(3).) 

 
iv. A program for innovation in accordance with Part 3.2 of Division 

5 of the Welfare and Institutions Code (commencing with section 
5830).  (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5847, subd. (b)(4).) Counties shall 
expend funds for their innovation programs upon approval by 
the Mental Health Services Oversight and Accountability 
Commission.  (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5830, subd. (e).) 

 
v. A program for technological needs and capital facilities needed 

to provide services pursuant to Part 3 of Division 5 of the 
Welfare and Institutions Code (commencing with section 5800), 
Part 3.6 of Division 5 of the Welfare and Institutions Code 
(commencing with section 5840), and Part 4 of Division 5 of the 
Welfare and Institutions Code (commencing with section 5850).  
All plans for proposed facilities with restrictive settings shall 
demonstrate that the needs of the people to be served cannot 
be met in a less restrictive or more integrated setting. (Welf. & 
Inst. Code, § 5847, subd. (b)(5).) 

 
vi. Identification of shortages in personnel to provide services 

pursuant to the above programs and the additional assistance 
needed from the education and training programs established 
pursuant to Part 3.1 of Division 5 of the Welfare and Institutions 
Code (commencing with section 5820). (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 
5847, subd. (b)(6); Cal. Code Regs., tit. 9, § 3830, subd. (b).) 

 
vii. Establishment and maintenance of a prudent reserve to ensure 

the County program will continue to be able to serve children, 
adults, and seniors that it is currently serving pursuant to Part 3 
of Division 5 of the Welfare and Institutions Code (commencing 
with section 5800), Part 3.6 of Division 5 of the Welfare and 
Institutions Code (commencing with section 5840), and Part 4 of 
Division 5 of the Welfare and Institutions Code (commencing 
with section 5850), during years in which revenues for the Local 
MHS Fund are below recent averages adjusted by changes in 



the State population and the California Consumer Price Index. 
(Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5847, subd. (b)(7).)  

 
viii. Certification by County’s Behavioral Health Director, which 

ensures that County has complied with all pertinent regulations, 
laws, and statutes of the MHSA, including stakeholder 
participation and non-supplantation requirements. (Welf. & Inst. 
Code, § 5847, subd. (b)(8).) 

 
ix. Certification by County’s Behavioral Health Director and 

County’s Auditor-Controller that the County has complied with 
any fiscal accountability requirements as directed by DHCS, and 
that all expenditures are consistent with the requirements of the 
MHSA pursuant to California Code of Regulations, Title 9, 
sections 3500 and 3505. (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5847, subd. 
(b)(9).) 

 
b. County shall include services in the programs described in section 6, 

subparagraphs A, 5.a.i. through 5.a.v., inclusive, to address the needs 
of transition age youth between the ages of 16 and 25 years old, 
including the needs of transition age foster youth. (Welf. & Inst. Code, 
§ 5847, subd. (c).)   

 
c. County shall prepare expenditure plans for the programs described in 

section 6, subparagraphs A, 5.a.i. through 5.a.v., inclusive, and annual 
expenditure updates.  Each expenditure plan and annual update shall 
indicate the number of children, adults, and seniors to be served, and 
the cost per person. The expenditure update shall also include 
utilization of unspent funds allocated in the previous year and the 
proposed expenditure for the same purpose. (Welf. & Inst. Code,  
§ 5847, subd. (e).)   

 
d. County’s three-year program and expenditure plan and annual updates 

shall include reports on the achievement of performance outcomes for 
services provided pursuant to the Adult and Older Adult Mental Health 
System of Care Act, Prevention and Early Intervention, and the 
Children’s Mental Health Services Act, which are funded by the Local 
MHS Fund and established jointly by DHCS and the MHSOAC, in 
collaboration with the County Behavioral Health Directors Association 
of California. (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5848, subd. (c).) County contracts 
with providers shall include the performance goals from the County’s 
three-year program and expenditure plan and annual updates that 
apply to each provider’s programs and services  

 
e. County’s three-year program and expenditure plan and annual update 

shall consider ways to provide services to adults and older adults that 



are similar to those established pursuant to the Mentally Ill Offender 
Crime Reduction Grant Program.  Funds shall not be used to pay for 
persons incarcerated in State prison or parolees from State prisons.  
(Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5813.5, subd. (f).) 

 
6) Planning Requirements and Stakeholder Involvement: 

 
a. County shall develop its three-year program and expenditure plan and 

annual update with local stakeholders, including adults and seniors 
with severe mental illness, families of children, adults, and seniors with 
severe mental illness, providers of services, law enforcement 
agencies, education, social services agencies, veterans, 
representatives from veterans organizations, providers of alcohol and 
drug services, health care organizations, and other important interests.  
Counties shall demonstrate a partnership with constituents and 
stakeholders throughout the process that includes meaningful 
stakeholder involvement on mental health policy, program planning, 
and implementation, monitoring, quality improvement, evaluation, and 
budget allocations.  County shall prepare and circulate a draft plan and 
update for review and comment for at least 30 calendar days to 
representatives of stakeholder interests and any interested party who 
has requested a copy of the draft plans. (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5848, 
subd. (a); Cal. Code Regs., tit. 9, §§ 3300, 3310, 3315 & 3320.) 

 
1) County’s mental health board, established pursuant to Welfare and 

Institutions Code section 5604, shall conduct a public hearing on the 
County’s draft three-year program and expenditure plan and annual 
updates at the close of the 30 calendar day comment period. Each 
adopted three-year program and expenditure plan or annual update 
shall summarize and analyze substantive recommendations and 
describe substantive changes to the three-year program and 
expenditure plan and annual updates.  The County’s mental health 
board shall review the adopted three-year program and expenditure 
plan and annual updates and recommend revisions to the County’s 
mental health department. (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5848, subd. (b); Cal. 
Code Regs., tit. 9, § 3315.) 
 

2) The County shall provide for a Community Planning Process as the 
basis for developing the Three-Year Program and Expenditure Plans 
and updates.  The County shall designate positions and or units 
responsible for the overall Community Program Planning Process; 
coordination and management of the Community Program Planning 
Process; ensuring stakeholders have the opportunity to participate; 
ensuring that stakeholders reflect the diversity of the demographics of 
the County; and providing outreach to clients and their family 
members.  The Community Program Planning process shall, at a 



minimum, include involvement of clients and their family members in all 
aspects of the Process; participation of stakeholders; and training, as 
needed, to County staff and stakeholders, clients, and family members 
regarding the stakeholder process.  (Cal. Code Regs., tit. 9, § 3300.) 

 
3) The County shall adopt the following standards in planning, 

implementing, and evaluating the programs and/or services provided 
with MHSA funds: 

 
• community collaboration, as defined in California Code of 

Regulations, Title 9, section 3200.060;  
• cultural competence, as defined in section 3200.100;  
• client driven, as defined in section 3200.050;  
• family driven, as defined in section 3200.120;  
• wellness, recovery and resilience focused; and integrated service 

experiences for clients and their families, as defined in section 
3200.190.   

The planning, implementation and evaluation process includes, but is 
not limited to, the Community Program Planning Process; development 
of the Three-Year Program and Expenditure Plans and updates; and 
the manner in which the County delivers services and evaluates 
service delivery.  (Cal. Code Regs., tit. 9,  § 3320.) 

 
7) County Requirements for Handling MHSA Funds 
 

a. County shall place all funds received from the State MHS Fund into a 
Local MHS Fund.  The Local MHS Fund balance shall be invested 
consistent with other County funds and the interest earned on the 
investments shall be transferred into the Local MHS Fund.  (Welf. & 
Inst. Code, § 5892, subd. (f).) 

 
b. When accounting for all receipts and expenditures of MHSA funds, 

County must adhere to uniform accounting standards and procedures 
that conform to the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP), 
as prescribed by the State Controller in California Code of Regulations, 
Title 2, division 2, chapter 2, subchapter 1, Accounting Procedures for 
Counties, sections 901-949, and a manual, which is currently entitled 
“Accounting Standards and Procedures for Counties” and available at 
http://www.sco.ca.gov/pubs_guides.html, (Gov. Code, § 30200), 



except County shall report as spent the full cost of an asset purchased 
with Capital Facilities and Technological Needs funds. 

 
8) Department Compliance Investigations: 

 
DHCS may investigate County’s performance of the Mental Health Services 
Act related provisions of this Agreement and compliance with the provisions 
of the Mental Health Services Act, and relevant regulations.  In conducting 
such an investigation, DHCS may inspect and copy books, records, papers, 
accounts, documents and any writing, as defined by Evidence Code  
section 250, that is pertinent or material to the investigation of the County.  
For purposes of this Paragraph, “provider” means any person or entity that 
provides services, goods, supplies or merchandise, which are directly or 
indirectly funded pursuant to MHSA.   (Gov. Code, §§ 11180, 11181, & 
11182; Welf. & Inst. Code, §§ 5651, subd. (b)(9), 5897, subd. (d), & 14124.2.) 

 
9) County Breach, Plan of Correction and Withholding of State Mental Health 

Funds: 
 

a. If DHCS determines that County is out-of-compliance with the Mental 
Health Services Act related provisions of this Agreement, DHCS may 
request that County submit a plan of correction, including a specific 
timeline to correct the deficiencies, to DHCS.  (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 
5897, subd. (e).) 

 
b. In accordance with Welfare and Institutions Code section 5655, if 

DHCS considers County to be substantially out-of-compliance with any 
provision of the Mental Health Services Act or relevant regulations, 
including all reporting requirements, other than timely submission of a 
complete Revenue and Expenditure Report, the director shall order 
County to appear at a hearing before the Director or the Director’s 
designee to show cause why the Department should not take 
administrative action.  County shall be given at least twenty (20) days’ 
notice before the hearing.  

 
c. If the Director determines that there is or has been a failure, in a 

substantial manner, on the part of County to comply with any provision 
of the Welfare and Institutions Code or its implementing regulations, 
and that administrative sanctions are necessary, the Department may 



invoke any, or any combination of, the following sanctions per Welfare 
and Institutions Code section 5655: 

 
1) Withhold part or all State mental health funds from County. 

2) Require County to enter into negotiations with DHCS to agree 
on a plan for County to address County’s non-compliance.  

3) Bring an action in mandamus or any other action in court as 
may be appropriate to compel compliance.  Any action filed in 
accordance with the section shall be entitled to a preference in 
setting a date for hearing. 

B. BRONZAN-McCORQUODALE ACT 
 

1) Description 
 

The Bronzan-McCorquodale Act realigned responsibility for administration of 
community mental health services, for the indigent population, to counties 
(Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5600) and provided a dedicated funding source.  The 
County’s primary goal in using the funds is to provide an array of treatment 
options to seriously emotionally disturbed children and adults who have a 
serious mental disorder, in every geographic area, to the extent resources are 
available to the County. (Welf. & Inst. Code, §§ 5600.3, 5600.35, 5600.4)  
The mission of California’s mental health system shall be to enable persons 
experiencing severe and disabling mental illnesses and children with serious 
emotional disturbances to access services and programs that assist them, in 
a manner tailored to each individual, to better control their illness, to achieve 
their personal goals, and to develop skills and supports leading to their living 
the most constructive and satisfying lives possible in the least restrictive 
available settings. (Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5600.1) 

 
2) County Obligations 

 
County shall comply with all requirements in the Bronzan McCorquodale Act 
(Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5600 et. Seq.) and specifically, county shall comply with 
the following: 

 
a. County shall fund children’s services pursuant to the requirements of 

Welfare and Institutions Code sections 5704.5 and 5704.6. 
 
b. County shall comply with reporting requirements developed by the 

Department. (Welf. & Inst. Code, §§ 5610, 5664, 5614, subd. (b)(4)) 
 
c. To the extent resources are available, County shall maintain the 

program principles and array of treatment options required under 



Welfare and Institutions Code sections 5600.2 to 5600.9, inclusive.  
(Welf. & Inst. Code, § 5614, subd. (b)(4)) 

 
d. County shall report data to the state required by the performance 

outcome systems for adults and children. (Welf. & Inst. Code, §§ 5610, 
5664, 5614, subd. (b)(6))   

 
 

C. LANTERMAN-PETRIS-SHORT ACT 
 

1) Description 
 

The LPS Act was enacted to end indefinite involuntary commitment of 
persons with mental health disorders and to provide prompt evaluation and 
treatment, to establish consistent personal rights standards, and to provide 
services in the least restrictive setting for individuals served under the Act. 
(Welf. & Inst. Code § 5001.) Pursuant to Welfare and Institutions Code 
section 5400, DHCS administers the LPS Act and may adopt standards as 
necessary.  

 
2) Reporting and Data Submission Requirements 
 

a. The County shall maintain data on the number of persons admitted for 
72-hour evaluation and treatment, 14-day and 30-day periods of 
intensive treatment, and 180-day post-certification intensive treatment, 
the number of persons transferred to mental health facilities pursuant 
to Section 4011.6 of the Penal Code, the number of persons for whom 
temporary conservatorships are established, and the number of 
persons for whom conservatorships are established in the County. 
(Welf. & Inst. Code § 5402, subds. (a)-(b).) Upon request from DHCS, 
the County shall provide the aforementioned data or other information, 
records, and reports, which DHCS deems necessary for the purposes 
of Welfare and Institutions Code section 5402. (Id. at subd. (b).) 

 
b. The County shall maintain data on the number of persons whose rights 

were denied under the LPS Act and the right or rights which were 
denied. Quarterly, the County shall provide DHCS with a report of the 
number of persons whose rights were denied under the LPS Act and 



shall identify the right or rights which were denied. (Welf. & Inst. Code 
§ 5326.1.)  

 
c. The County shall collect information and submit reports to DHCS as 

specified in Welfare and Institutions Code section 5326.15, subdivision 
(a).  

  
3) Laura’s Law  
 

If the County operates an Assisted Outpatient Treatment Program pursuant to 
Welfare and Institution Code, Division 5, Part 1, Chapter 2, Article 9, (Laura’s 
Law), it shall be required to comply with all applicable statutes including, but 
not limited to, Welfare and Institutions Code sections 5345 through 5349.5, 
inclusive.  In addition, a County that has a Laura’s Law program shall: 

 
a. Maintain and provide data to DHCS regarding the services the county 

provides under Laura’s Law. (Welf. & Inst. Code § 5348 (d).) The report 
shall include an evaluation of the effectiveness of the strategies 
employed by each program in reducing homelessness and 
hospitalization of persons in the program and in reducing involvement 
with local law enforcement by persons in the program. The County shall 
maintain and include in the report to DHCS all of the information 
enumerated in Welfare and Institutions Code section 5348, subdivision 
(d), paragraphs (1) through (14). 

 
b. Pay for the provision of services under Welfare and Institutions Code 

sections 5347 and 5348 using funds distributed to the counties from the 
Mental Health Subaccount, the Mental Health Equity Subaccount, and 
the Vehicle License Collection Account of the Local Revenue Fund, 
funds from the Mental Health Account and the Behavioral Health 
Subaccount within the Support Services Account of the Local Revenue 
Fund 2011, funds from the Mental Health Services Fund when included 
in county plans pursuant to Section 5847, and any other funds from 
which the Controller makes distributions to the counties for those 
purposes. (Welf. & Inst. Code § 5349.) 

 
  



D. PROJECTS FOR ASSISTANCE IN TRANSITION FROM HOMELESSNESS 
PROGRAM (42 U.S.C. §§ 290cc-21 -290cc-35, inclusive) 

 
Pursuant to Title 42 of the United States Code, sections 290cc-21 through 290cc-35, 
inclusive, the State of California has been awarded federal homeless funds through 
the federal McKinney Projects for Assistance in Transition from Homelessness 
(PATH) formula grant. The PATH grant funds community based outreach, mental 
health and substance abuse referral/treatment, case management and other support 
services, as well as a limited set of housing services for the homeless mentally ill.  

County shall submit its Request for Application (RFA) responses and required 
documentation specified in DHCS’ RFA to receive PATH funds. County shall 
complete its RFA responses in accordance with the instructions, enclosures and 
attachments available on the DHCS website at: 
http://www.dhcs.ca.gov/services/MH/Pages/PATH.aspx.  
 
If County applied for and DHCS approved its request to receive PATH grant funds, 
the RFA, County’s RFA responses and required documentation, and DHCS’ 
approval constitute provisions of this Agreement and are incorporated by reference 
herein. County shall comply with all provisions of the RFA and the County’s RFA 
responses.  
 
The PATH grant is a federal award within the meaning of Title 2 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 200.  This contract is a subaward to County.  County is a 
subrecipient and subject to all applicable requirements in Title 2 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 200 and Title 45 Code of Federal Regulations part 75, including, 
but not limited to, the County requirement to have a single audit performed for PATH 
funds in accordance with the audit requirements in Title 2 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 200, subpart F, or Title 45 Code of Federal Regulations part 75.   
 

 
E. COMMUNITY MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES GRANT PROGRAM (42 U.S.C. § 

300x-1 et seq.) 
 

Pursuant to Title 42 United States Code section 300x-1 et seq., the State of 
California has been awarded the federal Community Mental Health Services Block 
Grant funds (known as Mental Health Block Grant (MHBG)). County mental health 
agencies utilize MHBG funding to provide a broad array of mental health services 
within their mental health system of care (SOC) programs. These programs provide 
services to the following target populations: children and youth with serious 
emotional disturbances (SED) and adults and older adults with serious mental 
illnesses (SMI). 

 
County shall submit its RFA responses and required documentation specified in 
DHCS’ RFA to receive MHBG funding.  County shall complete its RFA responses in

If County applied for and DHCS approved its request to receive MHBG grant funds, 
the RFA, County’s RFA responses and required documentation, and DHCS’ 
approval constitute provisions of this Agreement and are incorporated by reference 
herein. County shall comply with all provisions of the RFA and the County’s RFA 
responses. 
 
The MHBG is a federal award within the meaning of Title 2 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 200.  This contract is a subaward to County.  County is a 
subrecipient and subject to all applicable requirements in Title 2 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 200 and Title 45 Code of Federal Regulations part 75, including, 
but not limited to, the County requirement to have a single audit performed for 
MHBG funds in accordance with the audit requirements in Title 2 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 200, subpart F, or Title 45 Code of Federal Regulations part 75.   

 
F. SUBSTANCE ABUSE PREVENTION AND TREATMENT BLOCK GRANT 

PROGRAM (42 U.S.C. § 300x-1 et seq.) 
 

Pursuant to Title 42 United States Code section 300x-1 et seq., the State of 
California has been awarded the federal Substance Abuse Treatment and 
Prevention Block Grant funds (known as SABG). County Alcohol and Other 
Drug Programs utilize SABG funding to provide a broad array of alcohol and 
other drug program treatment and prevention services within their system of 
care (SOC) programs.   

 
If County applied for, and DHCS approved its request to receive SABG funds, 
the RFA, County’s RFA responses and required documentation, and DHCS’ 
approval constitute provisions of this Agreement and are incorporated by 
reference herein. County shall comply with all provisions of the RFA and the 
County’s RFA responses. 
 
County shall submit its RFA responses and required documentation specified 
in DHCS’ RFA to receive SABG funding.  County shall complete its RFA 
responses in accordance with the instructions, enclosures and attachments.  
 
The SABG is a federal award within the meaning of Title 2 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 200.  This contract is a subaward to County.  County is a 
subrecipient and subject to all applicable requirements in Title 2 Code of 
Federal Regulations part 200 and Title 45 Code of Federal Regulations part 75, 
including, but not limited to, the County requirement to have a single audit 
performed for SABG funds in accordance with the audit requirements in Title 2

Code of Federal Regulations part 200, subpart F, or Title 45 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 75. 
 

G. CRISIS COUNSELING ASSISTANCE AND TRAINING PROGRAM (42 U.S.C. § 
5183) 
 
Pursuant to Title 42 United States Code section 5183, and upon the issuance of a 
Presidential declaration of a major disaster, the State of California may be awarded 
Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) funding for the Crisis Counseling 
Assistance and Training Program (CCP).  The CCP supports short-term 
interventions that involve assisting disaster survivors in understanding their current 
situation and reactions, mitigating stress, developing coping strategies, providing 
emotional support, and encouraging linkages with other individuals and agencies 
that help survivors in their recovery process.  These funds are used to provide 
services to all individuals affected during a disaster.   
 
1) The CCP is comprised of three funding terms: 

 
a. Immediate Services Program (ISP) – Funding is provided for the CCP 

for 60 days from the date of the Presidential declaration; 

b. Immediate Services Program Extension (ISP Extension) – Funding is 
provided to cover the period from the day after the end of the ISP to 
the award date of the Regular Services Program (RSP).  

c. Regular Services Program (RSP) – Funding is provided for 9 months 
from award date to continue and expand the provision of crisis 
counseling program services. 

2) Participation in the CCP is optional. County’s request to the State of California 
that it apply for CCP funding on behalf of the County shall be County’s 
agreement to comply with all applicable federal and State requirements, 
including the FEMA or Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services 
Administration (SAMHSA) approved funding application and budget; 
applicable requirements in the Notice of Award (from FEMA or SAMHSA) to 
the State, including special and standard program conditions or terms, 
supplemental grant information, and the federal Health and Human Services 
Grants Policy Statement; 44 Code of Federal Regulations part  206.171, 42 
Code of Federal Regulations part 38 and FEMA or SAMHSA CCP secondary 
guidance that is in effect on the date County receives the award of funding.  
 

3) The CCP is a federal award within the meaning of Title 2 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 200.  This contract is a subaward to County.  County is a 
subrecipient and subject to all applicable requirements in Title 2 Code of 
Federal Regulations part 200 and Title 45 Code of Federal Regulations part 
75, including, but not limited to, the County requirement to have a single audit 



performed for CCP funds in accordance with the audit requirements in Title 2 
Code of Federal Regulations part 200, subpart F, or Title 45 Code of Federal 
Regulations part 75.  CCP Funding shall not be used to supplant existing 
resources.  County expenditure of CCP Funds are subject to State and 
federal oversight, including on-sight program performance reviews and 
federal audits.  (44 C.F.R. § 206.171(k) & 42 C.F.R. § 38.9.)

7. Reporting and Data Submission Requirements 
 

County shall comply with all data and information submission requirements specified in this 
Agreement. 
 
A. County shall provide all applicable data and information required by federal and/or 

State law in order to receive any funds to pay for its MHSA programs, PATH grant (if 
the County receives funds from this grant), MHBG grant (if the County receives 
funds from this grant), SABG grant (if the County receives funds from this 
grant), CCP program, or County provision of community mental health services 
provided with 1991 realignment funds (other than Medi-Cal).  These federal and 
State laws include Title 42 of the United States Code, sections 290cc-21 through 
290cc-35 290ee-10 and 300x through 300x-9 300x-68, inclusive, Welfare & 
Institutions Code sections 5610 and 5664 and the regulations that implement, 
interpret or make specific, these federal and State laws and any DHCS-issued 
guidelines that relate to the programs or services. 

 
B. County shall comply with DHCS reporting requirements related to the County’s 

receipt of federal or State funding for mental/behavioral health programs.  County 
shall submit complete and accurate information to DHCS, and as applicable the 
Mental Health Services Oversight and Accountability Commission, including, but not 
limited, to the following: 

 
1) Client and Service Information (CSI) System Data, as specified in Title 9 of 

the California Code of Regulations, section 3530.10. (See also section 7, 
subparagraph (C) of this Agreement.) 
 

2) MHSA Quarterly Progress Reports, as specified in the California Code of 
Regulations, Title 9, section 3530.20. MHSA Quarterly Progress Reports 

https://www.samhsa.gov/dtac/ccp-toolkit


provide the actual number of clients served by MHSA-funded program.  
Reports are submitted on a quarterly basis. 

 
3) Full Service Partnership Performance Outcome data, as specified in the 

California Code of Regulations, Title 9, section 3530.30. 
 

4) Consumer Perception Survey data, as specified in the California Code of 
Regulations, Title 9, section 3530.40. 

 
5) The Annual Mental Health Services Act Revenue and Expenditure Report, as 

specified in Welfare and Institutions Code section 5899, subdivision (a), and 
the California Code of Regulations, Title 9, sections 3510, 3510.010, and 
3510.020 and DHCS-issued guidelines. 

 
6) Innovative Project Reports (annual, final and supplements), as specified in 

the California Code of Regulations, Title 9, sections 3580 through 3580.020. 
 

7) The Annual Prevention and Early Intervention report, as specified in the 
California Code of Regulations, Title 9, sections 3560 and 3560.010.   

 
8) Three Year Program and Evaluation Reports, as specified in the California 

Code of Regulations, Title 9, sections 3560 and 3560.020. 
 

9) Cooccurring Mental Health and Substance Use Disorder Assessments 
in accordance with Welfare & Institutions Code section 5891.5. 

 
C. County shall submit CSI data to DHCS, in accordance with Title 9 of the California 

Code of Regulations, section 3530.10, and according to the specifications set forth 
in DHCS’ CSI Data Dictionary. County shall: 

 
i. Report complete and accurate monthly CSI data to DHCS within 60 calendar 

days after the end of the month in which services were provided. 
 
ii.   If complete and accurate data are not reported within 60 calendar days, the 

county must be in compliance with an approved plan of correction.. 
 
iii.  Make diligent efforts to minimize errors on the CSI error file.  

iv. Correct all errors on the CSI error file. 
 
v.  Notify DHCS 90 calendar days prior to any change in reporting system and/or 

change of automated system vendor. 
 
D. In the event that DHCS or County determines that, due to federal or State law 

changes or business requirements, an amendment is needed of either County’s or 
DHCS’ obligations under this contract relating to either DHCS’ or County’s 



information needs, both DHCS and County agree to provide notice to the other party 
as soon as feasible prior to implementation.  This notice shall include information 
and comments regarding the anticipated requirements and impacts of the projected 
changes.  DHCS and County agree to meet and discuss the design, development, 
and costs of the anticipated changes prior to implementation. 

 
E. For all mental health funding sources received by County that require submission of 

a cost report, County shall submit a fiscal year-end cost report by December 31 
following the close of the fiscal year in accordance with applicable federal and State 
law, regulations and DHCS-issued guidelines.  (Welf. & Inst. Code § 5705; Cal. 
Code Regs., tit. 9, §§ 3500, 3505.) The cost report shall be certified as true and 
correct, and with respect to Local Mental Health Service Fund moneys, that the 
County is in compliance with the California Code of Regulations, Title 9, section 
3410, Non-Supplant. The certification must be completed by the Behavioral Health 
Director and one of the following: the County mental health department’s chief 
financial officer (or equivalent), an individual who has delegated authority to sign for 
and reports directly to the County mental health department’s chief financial officer 
(or equivalent), or the County’s auditor-controller (or equivalent).  Data submitted 
shall be full and complete.  County shall also submit a reconciled cost report certified 
by the Behavioral Health Director and the County’s auditor-controller as being true 
and correct no later than 18 months after the close of the following fiscal year.   

 
F. If applicable to a specific federal or State funding source covered by this Agreement, 

County shall require each of its subcontractors to submit a fiscal year-end cost 
report to DHCS no later than December 31 following the close of the fiscal year, in 
accordance with applicable federal and State laws, regulations, and DHCS-issued 
guidelines. 
 

8. Special Terms and Conditions  
 

A. Audit and Record Retention 
 

(Applicable to agreements in excess of $10,000) 

1) County and/or Subcontractor(s) shall maintain records, including books, 
documents, and other evidence, accounting procedures and practices, 
sufficient to properly support all direct and indirect costs of whatever nature 
claimed to have been incurred in the performance of this Agreement, 



including any matching costs and expenses.  The forgoing constitutes 
“records” for the purpose of this provision. 

 
2) County’s and/or Subcontractor’s facility or office or such part thereof as may 

be engaged in the performance of this Agreement and his/her records shall 
be subject at all reasonable times to inspection, audit, and reproduction. 

 
3) County agrees that DHCS, the Department of General Services, the Bureau 

of State Audits, or their designated representatives including the Comptroller 
General of the United States, shall have the right to review and copy any 
records and supporting documentation pertaining to the performance of this 
Agreement.  County agrees to allow the auditor(s) access to such records 
during normal business hours and to allow interviews of any employees who 
might reasonably have information related to such records. Further, County 
agrees to include a similar right of the State to audit records and interview 
staff in any subcontract related to performance of this Agreement. 

 
4) County and/or Subcontractor(s) shall preserve and make available his/her 

records (1) for a period of ten years from the date of final payment under this 
Agreement, and (2) for such longer period, if any, as is required by applicable 
statute, by any other provision of this Agreement, or by subparagraphs (a) or 
(b) below. 

a. If this Agreement is completely or partially terminated, the records 
relating to the work terminated shall be preserved and made available 
for a period of three years from the date of any resulting final 
settlement. 

b. If any litigation, claim, negotiation, audit, or other action involving the 
records has been started before the expiration of the ten-year period, 
the records shall be retained until completion of the action and 
resolution of all issues which arise from it, or until the end of the 
regular ten-year period, whichever is later. 

5) County and/or Subcontractor(s) may, at its discretion, following receipt of final 
payment under this Agreement, reduce its accounts, books, and records 
related to this Agreement to microfilm, computer disk, CD ROM, DVD, or 
other data storage medium. Upon request by an authorized representative to 
inspect, audit or obtain copies of said records, County and/or 
Subcontractor(s) must supply or make available applicable devices, 
hardware, and/or software necessary to view, copy, and/or print said records. 



Applicable devices may include, but are not limited to, microfilm readers and 
microfilm printers, etc. 

 
6) County shall, if applicable, comply with the Single Audit Act and the audit 

reporting requirements set forth in 2 Code of Federal Regulations part 200. 
 

B. Dispute Resolution Process for Projects for Assistance in Transition from 
Homelessness Program Grant, and Community Mental Health Services Grant 
Program, and Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment Block Grant 
Program 
 
If a dispute arises between the Contractor and DHCS regarding Contractor 
compliance with Section 6 of this Agreement, subparagraph BD, Projects for 
Assistance in Transition from Homelessness Program, or subparagraph CE, 
Community Mental Health Services Grant Program, or subparagraph F, 
Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment Block Grant Program,  the 
Contractor must seek resolution using the process outlined below. 
 
1) The Contractor must first informally discuss the problem with the DHCS 

Project Representative listed in subparagraph 3 below.  If the parties are 
unable to resolve the problem informally, the Contractor must mail a written 
Statement of Dispute, with supporting evidence, to DHCS at the address 
listed in subparagraph 3 below.  The Statement of Dispute must describe the 
issues in dispute, the legal authority or other basis for the Contractor's 
position, and the remedy sought. 

   
2) The Branch Chief of DHCS’ Mental Health Management and Outcomes 

Reporting Branch will decide the dispute and mail a written decision to the 
Contractor within twenty (20) working days of receiving the Statement of 
Dispute from the Contractor.  The decision will be in writing, resolve the 
dispute and include a statement of the reasons for the decision that 
addresses each issue raised by the Contractor.  If applicable, the decision will 
also indicate any action Contractor must take to comply with the decision.  



The Branch Chief’s decision shall be the final administrative determination of 
DHCS.   

 
3) Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by DHCS, the Statement of Dispute, 

supporting documentation, and all correspondence and documents related to 
the dispute resolution process shall be directed to the following:

C. Novation 

 
If County proposes any novation agreement, DHCS shall act upon the proposal 
within 60 days after receipt of the written proposal. DHCS may review and consider 
the proposal, consult and negotiate with County, and accept or reject all or part of 
the proposal. Acceptance or rejection of the proposal may be made orally within the 
60-day period and confirmed in writing within five days of said decision. Upon written 
acceptance of the proposal, DHCS will initiate an amendment to this Agreement to 
formally implement the approved proposal. 
 
 

D. Welfare and Institutions Code section 5751.7 Waiver 
 

1) County shall comply with Welfare and Institutions Code section 5751.7 and 
ensure that minors are not admitted into inpatient psychiatric treatment with 
adults.  If this requirement creates undue hardship to County due to 
inadequate or unavailable alternative resources, County may request a 
waiver of this requirement.  County shall submit the waiver request on 
Attachment I of this Agreement to DHCS. 

2) DHCS shall review County’s waiver request and provide a written notice of 
approval or denial of the waiver. If County’s waiver request is denied, County 
shall prohibit health facilities from admitting minors into psychiatric treatment 
with adults.   

3) County shall submit the waiver request to DHCS at the time County submits 
this Agreement, signed by County, to DHCS for execution.  County shall 
complete Attachment I and attach it to this Agreement.  See Exhibit A, 



Attachment I, entitled “Request For Waiver” of this Agreement for additional 
submission information. 

4) Execution of this Agreement by DHCS shall not constitute approval of a 
waiver submitted pursuant to this section.   

5) Any waiver granted in the prior fiscal year’s Agreement shall be deemed to 
continue until either party chooses to discontinue it, as specified in Exhibit A, 
Attachment I.  Execution of this Agreement shall continue independently of 
the waiver review and approval process.   

6) In unusual or emergency circumstances, when County needs to request 
waivers after the annual Performance Contract has been executed, these 
requests should be e-mailed, with the subject line “Performance Contract:

7) Each admission of a minor to a facility that has an approved waiver shall be 
reported to the Local Behavioral Health Director. 

E. Americans with Disabilities Act

this Agreement shall comply with the accessibility requirements of section 508 of the 
Rehabilitation Act and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1973 as amended (29 
U.S.C. § 794(d)), and regulations implementing that Act as set forth in Part 1194 of 
Title 36 of the Code of Federal Regulations. In 1998, Congress amended the 
Rehabilitation Act of 1973 to require federal agencies to make their electronic and 
information technology (EIT) accessible to people with disabilities.  California 
Government Code section 11135 codifies section 508 of the Act requiring 
accessibility of electronic and information technology. 
 

F. Change in County Behavioral Health Director 
 
 County agrees to notify DHCS immediately if there is any change in the position of 

the County Behavioral Health Director.  County shall provide DHCS the contact 
information for any new County Behavioral Health Director appointed. 



 
1. Budget Contingency Clause 

 
A. It is mutually agreed that if the Budget Act of the current year and/or any subsequent years 

covered under this Agreement does not appropriate sufficient funds for the program, this 
Agreement shall be of no further force and effect.  In this event, DHCS shall have no liability to 
pay any funds whatsoever to Mono County Mental Health Services Contractor or to furnish any 
other considerations under this Agreement and Mono County Mental Health Services 
Contractor shall not be obligated to perform any provisions of this Agreement. 

 
B. If funding for any fiscal year is reduced or deleted by the Budget Act for purposes of this 

program, DHCS shall have the option to either cancel this Agreement with no liability occurring 
to DHCS, or offer an agreement amendment to Mono County Mental Health Services 
Contractor to reflect the reduced amount.

15-DAY NOTICE TO ALL INTERESTED AND AFFECTED PARTIES: 

This is to provide notice that the regulatory action relative to amending sections 3.00, 4.00, 
5.00, 5.41, 5.85, 7.00, 7.50, 8.10, and adding sections 5.84, 5.89, 7.40, identified in Title 14, 
California Code of Regulations, which first appeared in the California Regulatory Notice 
Register on July 7, 2020; relating to Simplification of Statewide Inland Sport Fishing 
Regulations was adopted on October 14, 2020.  

Additional Option for the Truckee River 

The original rulemaking proposal included two options for the Truckee River: one proposed by 
California Department of Fish and Wildlife (DFW) and one proposed by a member of the 
public. At the August 19-20, 2020 discussion hearing, Commission staff announced to the 
Commission that representatives of the Department of Fish and Wildlife, Commission staff, 
and Montna Farms had reached a compromise using the two options, and “no change” 
language. This new alternative was described in detail to the Commission at its August 20, 
2020 meeting. Further, in written staff summary materials for the October 14, 2020 adoption 
hearing and provided 15 days before the meeting, Commission staff indicated that it 
supported incorporation of the compromise into the final regulation.  

When the compromise was introduced to the Commission, it was embodied in a written staff 
summary as: “Since the notice hearing, DFW staff, FGC staff, and representatives of Montna 
Farms have met in an effort to identify a compromise between the two options that protects 
trout while also retaining opportunity; all support a zero bag limit from the confluence of Trout 
Creek downstream to the mouth of Prosser Creek and a two fish bag limit from the mouth of 
Prosser Creek downstream to the Nevada state line for part of the year, using particular 
artificial gear.” 

Likewise, the compromise was verbally summarized to the Commission as: “…a zero-bag limit 
from the confluence of trout Creek downstream to the mouth of Prosser Creek, and a two fish 
bag limit for at least part of the year from the mouth of Prosser Creek to the Nevada State line. 
And there are certain gear restrictions that are associated with each of those waters.” 

During public comment George Osborn, a party to the compromise negotiations speaking on 
behalf of Montna Farms, expanded on the compromise thusly: “Under the compromise there 
is no take all year, [and] barbless flies were required for the entire stretch. Under the existing

regulations there is a two fish daily bag limit in the summer and barbless flies are required for 
only a portion of this stretch. For the stretch of river between Prosser Creek and [the Nevada] 
state line. The compromise retains the existing requirement for barbless lures in the winter 
and no take in the winter…but accepts the Department's proposed change that would allow 
barbed hooks in the summer, along with the existing two fish daily bag summer limit.” 

Adoption 

At the adoption hearing, the Preadoption Statement of Reasons (PSOR) and regulatory text 
were presented as exhibits for approval by the Commission. At the adoption hearing the 
Commission and public received a verbal reminder of the Truckee compromise alternative by 
Commission staff and the public. The Commission adopted the proposed regulation, with the 
understanding that the included exhibits encapsulated the compromise option, which was 
explained by Commission staff during the meeting and in the written materials. 

The compromise was clearly indicated in the PSOR, but the regulatory text retained both 
options 1 and 2, as well as existing language, all open to full consideration by the Commission 
at the adoption hearing. The Commission understood the compromise from all materials and 
discussions, but the actual intended regulatory language under consideration by, and 
ultimately adopted by the Commission may have been unclear to the public. The Commission 
is issuing this notice to clarify the actual regulatory language that was adopted on October 14, 
2020.

This section does not apply to waters of the Klamath River Basin that are inaccessible to 
anadromous salmon and trout, portions of the Klamath River system upstream of Iron Gate Dam, 
portions of the Trinity River system upstream of Lewiston Dam, and the Shasta River and tributaries 
upstream of Dwinnel Dam. Fishing in these waters is governed by the non-anadromous waters of the 
District General Regulations (see Section 7.00, subsection (a). 
(A) Restrictions and Requirements. 

1. Only barbless hooks may be used. (For definitions regarding legal hook types, hook gaps 
and rigging see Chapter 2, Article 1, Section 2.10.) 

2. During closures to the take of adult salmon, it shall be unlawful to remove any adult Chinook 
Salmon from the water by any means. 

3. See Section 1.74 for sport fish report card requirements. 

(B) General Area Closures. 

1. No fishing is allowed within 750 feet of any department fish-counting weir. 
2. No fishing is allowed from the Ishi Pishi Road bridge upstream to and including Ishi Pishi 

Falls from Aug. 15 through Dec. 31. Exception: members of the Karuk Tribe listed on the 
current Karuk Tribal Roll may fish at Ishi Pishi Falls using hand-held dip nets. 

3. No fishing is allowed from Sep. 15 through Dec. 31 in the Klamath River within 500 feet of 
the mouths of the Salmon, the Shasta and the Scott rivers and Blue Creek. 

15 through Sep. 14 in the Klamath River from 500 feet 
above the mouth of Blue Creek to 500 feet downstream of the mouth of Blue Creek. 

(C) Klamath River Basin Possession Limits. 

1. Trout Possession Limits. 
a. The Brown Trout possession limit is 20. 
b. The hatchery trout or hatchery steelhead possession limits are as follows: 

(i)  Klamath River - 4 hatchery trout or hatchery steelhead. 
(ii)  Trinity River - 4 hatchery trout or hatchery steelhead. 

2. Chinook Salmon Possession Limits. 



a. Klamath River downstream of the Highway 96 bridge at Weitchpec from Jan. 1 to Aug. 
14 and the Trinity River downstream of the Old Lewiston Bridge to the confluence of the 
South Fork Trinity River from Jan 1 to Aug. 31: 2 Chinook Salmon.

(D) Klamath River Basin Chinook Salmon Quotas. 

Klamath River fall-run Chinook Salmon take is regulated using quotas. Accounting of the tribal 
and non-tribal harvest is closely monitored from Aug. 15 through Dec. 31 each year. Quota 
areas are noted in subsection (b)(50)(E) with “Fall Run Quota” in the Open Season and 
Special Regulations column. 
1. Quota for Entire Basin. 

The 2020 Klamath River Basin quota is 1,296 Klamath River fall-run Chinook Salmon over 
23 inches total length. The department shall inform the commission, and the public via the 
news media, prior to any implementation of restrictions triggered by the quotas. (Note: A 
department status report on progress toward the quotas for the various river sections is 
updated weekly, and available by calling 1-800-564-6479.) 

2. Subquota Percentages. 

a. The subquota for the Klamath River upstream of the Highway 96 bridge at Weitchpec 
and the Trinity River is 50% of the total Klamath River Basin quota. 

(i)  The subquota for the Klamath River from 3,500 feet downstream of the Iron Gate 
Dam to the Highway 96 bridge at Weitchpec is 17% of the total Klamath River 
Basin quota. 

(ii)  The subquota for the Trinity River main stem downstream of the Old Lewiston 
Bridge to the Highway 299 West bridge at Cedar Flat is 16.5% of the total Klamath 
River Basin quota. 

(iii)  The subquota for the Trinity River main stem downstream of the Denny Road 
bridge at Hawkins Bar to the confluence with the Klamath River is 16.5% of the 
total Klamath River Basin quota. 

b. The subquota for the lower Klamath River downstream of the Highway 96 bridge at 
Weitchpec is 50% of the total Klamath River Basin quota. 

(i)  The Spit Area (within 100 yards of the channel through the sand spit formed at the 
Klamath River mouth) will close when 15% of the total Klamath River Basin quota 
is taken downstream of the Highway 101 bridge. 

(E) Klamath River Basin Open Seasons and Bag Limits. 

All anadromous waters of the Klamath River Basin are closed to all fishing for all year except those 
areas listed in the following table. Bag limits are for trout and Chinook Salmon in combination unless 
otherwise specified.

The State Board of Forestry and Fire Protection (Board) adopted Resolution No. 
2020-2, a copy of which is enclosed, at its regularly scheduled meeting on November 4, 
2020. The resolution temporarily suspends the Board's process for certifying local 
ordinances as equaling or exceeding the Board's Fire Safe Regulations (14 CCR§ 1270 
et seq.) that apply in the State Responsibility Area (SRA). 

The Fire Safe Regulations impose the minimum fire safety standards for building 
construction in the SRA pursuant to Public Resources Code section 4290, provided, 
however, that those regulations do not supersede local ordinances that equal or exceed 
those standards. The regulations authorize a local jurisdiction to request Board certification 
that a local ordinance satisfies that standard or has the same practical effect. 

The Board amended the Fire Safe Regulations via emergency regulation in July 
2020, which invalidated all prior local ordinance certifications as a matter of law. Further, 
the Board will initiate formal rulemaking for additional statutorily-required amendments to 
the Fire Safe Regulations within the next few months. The temporary suspension of the 
Board's certification process allows the Board, local jurisdictions, and stakeholders to 
focus their collaborative efforts on this critical rulemaking process.

First, I want to thank you for all the countless hours of your service that you do for our County. Much 
of your time is dealing with negative issues and you are always trying to work out solutions. Most of 
the time these are thankless hours. 
The installation of a new Jail House is a necessary evil, however after touring the present facility 
some time ago I do not see a an urgent need for a new facility, maybe a bigger parking lot for all the 
Sheriffs cars that are stationed there.  
I am aware that there are plans to  build a new facility on Twin Lakes Road, I am surprised that you 
would consider this option for a location. I am completely against having a Jail House at this location 
for the following reasons. Twin Lakes Road is a corridor to wellness and happiness to so many of 
our guests that love to come to this valley for its splendid views, camping and fishing, horse back 
riding. I spend my summers working at the Hunewill Ranch and visiting with guests from all over the 
world, but mainly people that come to Bridgeport that love the prettiest  valley in all of the Eastern 
Sierra. I do allot of the history talks while riding on horse back  with the guests. I have introduced the 
thought of having the Jail House on Twin Lakes Road to them. Their comments have all been 
negative and not in favor.  
The Ranching industry in the valley feel that the preservation of open space and scenic views are 
invaluable to this valley, therefore Ranchers have placed CONSERVATION EASEMENTS on their 
deeded lands, to keep subdivision and additional building out. I am also in the process of placing a 
Historical Conservation Easement on my property to protect the two old Barns (built in 1871) that 
were part of Bodie. At one time Mr. Phill Vanhorn, owner of my Barns was planning a subdivision 
across the road from the location that the County is now looking at. He was not able to get a permit 
due to wetlands. 
Another reason is the proximity to our school, this should be taken into serious consideration as well 
as the proximity to residents and home owners. Right now is the time to look at alternative locations 
for a new facility. If we look at areas where prisons are located, they are all placed away from 
inhabited areas. I have seen persons that have been released from our present jail house hitch 
hiking on 395, it is best if they are kept away from businesses and housing areas. This is a negative 
impact to our community. 
I would ask that a land swap be considered, but an alternative to that is working with the Bureau of 
Land Management for a land grant. 
I spent several years as chairperson of the Advisory Board to the Board of Supervisors (RPAC) and 
several years as just a Board Member, countless hours of donated time to our county and 
community. 
During the Summer months (when things are normal) I bring allot of people into our community due 
to concerts, weddings and other events, this all helps our motels, restaurants and the economy in 
general. I hope you take my comments as valued comments, I have been in the Bridgeport Valley 
for over 55 years, mostly in ranching, however I also poured the concrete for the hospital and all the 
footings for the school buildings. I feel that my history here deserves a strong voice, especially when 
it comes to issues of this nature. I have given you my reasons why the Jail House should not be 
placed at the location you are considering, I would like to hear the Boards reasons why the Jail 
House should be located on Twin Lakes road.

Dear Mono Board of Supervisors Chair Corless: 

We are writing to inform you that on September 30, Governor Newsom signed SB 1290, which requires ending 
collection and discharging all fees charged to youth in the juvenile system and some fees charged to youth 21 
and under in the adult (criminal) system.  

We commend your County’s action to end collection and discharge juvenile fees prior to the enactment of SB 
1290. However, we encourage you to fully implement the remaining provisions of SB 1290 in advance of its 
effective date on January 1, 2021, particularly for young adult fees (fees charged to youth 21 and under in 
the adult system.)  

We encourage you to take this opportunity to ensure that the County has successfully ended collection and 
discharged all of the fees identified in SB 1290. We are hyperlinking a letter and checklist to assist in this 
process.  

To educate youth and their families of these changes, we are also providing flyers describing the fees in the 
juvenile and adult systems impacted by this new law.

Various Community Development Department Regulations, Permits, and Fees for Reconstruction Associated With 

Mountain View Fire Recovery” with any desired modifications. Provide any further direction to staff. 

 

FISCAL IMPACT 

Reduced revenue due to waiving of County fees for Director Review permits and building permits. Total revenue 

reduction is unknown at this time as fees are dependent on number, type and scope of proposed construction.  

 

DISCUSSION 

This item is a follow-up to Board discussion at the November 24, 2020, meeting regarding waiver of County fees 

and planning permits for reconstruction of single-family homes in the Mountain View Fire area. The following items 

are covered: 

1. Placement of recreational vehicles (RVs) on vacant property  

2. Accessory uses prior to the main use 

3. Building permits and fees 

 

Placement of RVs on Vacant Properties 

Section 04.040 A.1 of the Mono County General Plan authorizes the temporary placement of recreational vehicles 

(RVs) on vacant property during construction of a main building, with a Director Review permit, and subdivision 3.b. 

of Section 04.040 requires that any Director Review permit be conditioned upon, among other things, the property 

owner obtaining “a building permit for the main building (if applicable) prior to RV placement.”  

 

Upon further review with County Counsel in 2015 after the Round Fire in Swall Meadows, the language of 

subdivision 3.b. was examined for interpretation options. A reasonable and logical interpretation of the language 

authorizing the placement of an RV “during construction” includes a situation where a property owner, having 

suffered loss of a residence due to the Mountain View Fire, is taking steps to clear his or her property, remove 

hazards, and ensure safe conditions, so that he or she may then rebuild, but has not yet obtained a building permit 

for the replacement residence. Note the term “RV” encompasses all similar motor vehicles with living and sanitation 

facilities such as tiny homes on wheels and trailers. 

 

The attached resolution (Attachment 2) proposes memorializing this interpretation for the properties impacted by 

the Mountain View Fire, specifying certain active steps that must be taken by the applicant, and providing guidance 

to staff on time frames. Further, the resolution allows for a written request to substitute for a Director Review

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permit application, waives permit fees, and authorizes the Planning Division to extend timeframes based on 

justification and circumstances. In place of a Director Review permit, staff will require property owners to sign the 

“Temporary Emergency Dwelling Standards” (Exhibit A) as the conditions that must be met.  

 

Policy questions have been raised by public inquiries about the placement of tiny homes on wheels as permanent 

residential units. Because tiny homes on wheels are licensed by the California Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV), 

they are considered motor vehicles and cannot 1) be distinguished from RVs, 2) be permitted under the California 

Building Code (CBC) to ensure public health and safety standards, or 3) converted into real property. Mono County 

land use regulations currently do not allow a motor vehicle as a residential use and would require a General Plan 

Amendment to modify on a permanent basis, and the Building Division has no means or authority to evaluate and 

determine the safety and livability standards of motor vehicles. Further, impacts to community character and 

aesthetics could become concerns as allowing this use without sufficient visual design guidelines could result in 

large community areas appearing similar to trailer parks, which would be inconsistent with the Antelope Valley area 

plan. Finally, per state law, use of two or more tiny homes on wheels, RVs, or trailers on a property triggers 

permitting under the State Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) as a mobile home park. All 

of these issues are outside the scope of the current resolution and an attempt at inclusion would substantially delay 

the implementation of the proposed resolution. The Board has discussed the tiny home on wheels issue before and 

recognized that the policy and regulatory issues involve agencies and authorities beyond Mono County, and any 

local regulations would have long-term and countywide consequences. The recommendation is to keep this issue 

separate from the temporary housing needs created by the fire and the proposed flexibility to facilitate rebuilding 

of residential structures that are currently permitted under existing codes. 

 

Accessory Uses Prior to the Main Use 

Mono County General Plan Land Use Element Land Use Designations (LUDs) state that “Accessory buildings and 

uses customarily incidental to any of the permitted uses are permitted only when located on the same lot and 

constructed simultaneously with or subsequent to the main building, including barns, stables and other farm 

outbuildings and quarters for farm labor or other employees employed on the premises.” The purpose is to ensure 

the parcel is primarily used for one of the “main uses” identified in the LUD. For example, if a garage or barn were 

permitted on a residential LUD without the residential use, the result could be a main use of storage in a residential 

neighborhood. A request to build an accessory use prior to the main use may be granted through a Use Permit or 

Director Review permit subject to certain conditions, such as submittal of a building permit application for the main 

use within a certain time period (usually one or two years).  

 

Where the main use was lost to the Mountain View Fire but accessory uses survived, a reasonable interpretation is 

that a nonconforming use has been created through no fault of the property owner. According to General Plan 

Land Use Element §02.850, “’Nonconforming’ means the existence or use of land, a building, a structure or portion 

thereof, that does not conform to the regulations of the land development regulations and that lawfully existed at 

the time the regulations with which it does not conform became effective.” In this situation, a nonconforming use 

may remain; however any expansion would be subject to Chapter 34 – Nonconforming Uses, which prohibits 

expansion of a nonconforming use unless findings can be made demonstrating no intensification of the land use 

and no detrimental impacts to General Plan policies, public health and safety, and adjacent properties. 

 

The proposed resolution memorializes accessory uses prior to the main use resulting from the fire as a 

nonconforming use and therefore no further action needs to be taken by the property owner within any specified 

time period. 

 

Building Permits 
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New construction and/or repairs of structures impacted by the Mountain View Fire are subject to a building permit 

in compliance with California Building Codes. As in the 2015 Round Fire, the resolution proposes to waive County 

building permit fees for the property owner(s) who suffered the loss. If the property is sold, the fee waiver does not 

apply to the new owner. Very minor state fees, which the County must collect and pass through, are not waived and 

must be collected. Similarly, other fees associated with development that are not under the authority of the 

Community Development Department, such as grading and encroachment permits, well/septic permits, fire district, 

and school district fees, are not addressed in this resolution.

A RESOLUTION OF THE MONO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 
INTERPRETING AND PROVIDING GUIDANCE TO STAFF IN  

IMPLEMENTING VARIOUS COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT 
REGULATIONS, PERMITS, AND FEES FOR RECONSTRUCTION  

ASSOCIATED WITH MOUNTAIN VIEW FIRE RECOVERY 
 

WHEREAS, in November 2020, the Mountain View Fire ravaged the community of 
Walker in Mono County and destroyed approximately 143 structures, including at least 74 homes; 
and 

WHEREAS, the Mono County Board of Supervisors proclaimed a local state of 
emergency on November 17, 2020; the Governor issued a Proclamation of a State of Emergency 
on November 19, 2020; and the Mono County Health Officer proclaimed a local health emergency 
due to conditions of extreme peril caused by the Mountain View Fire; and  

 
WHEREAS, as a result of the fire, over 70 families and individuals lost their homes, many 

of whom have no permanent alternative place of residence and no means to protect their property 
as they begin the slow process of clearing their land, addressing hazards and safety issues, and 
rebuilding; and 

 
WHEREAS, Section 04.040.A.1. of the Mono County General Plan Land Use Element 

authorizes the temporary placement of recreational vehicles (RVs) on vacant property during 
construction of a main building with a Director Review Permit and Section 04.040.A.3.b. requires 
that any Director Review Permit be conditioned upon, among other things, the property owner 
obtaining "a building permit for the main building (if applicable) prior to RV placement"; and  

 
WHEREAS, a reasonable and logical interpretation of the language of Section 04.040 

authorizing the placement of an RV "during construction" includes a situation where a property 
owner, having suffered loss of a residence due to the Mountain View Fire, is taking steps to clear 
his or her property, remove hazards, and ensure safe conditions, so that he or she may then rebuild, 
but has not yet obtained a building permit for the replacement residence; and  

 
WHEREAS, in situations where the main use was lost to the Mountain View Fire but 

accessory uses survived, considering these accessory uses as existing nonconforming uses is a 
reasonable interpretation; and  
 

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors is the body charged by law with interpreting and 
implementing the County General Plan; and 

 
WHEREAS, the cost of rebuilding is a significant financial burden for property owners and 

the community, and reducing that burden by waiving County fees for certain Community 



Development Department permits and approvals for the original property owner suffering the loss 
benefits the public and community.  

 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE MONO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS DOES 

HEREBY RESOLVE that: 

SECTION ONE: The Board of Supervisors finds and declares that where a residence was 
lost in the Mountain View Fire, and the property owner is taking active steps to clear, repair and 
make that property safe prior to reconstruction, such activity shall be considered "construction" 
for the purposes of Mono County General Plan Land Use Element Section 04.040.A.1., Placement 
of Recreational Vehicles (RVs) on Vacant Property. Further, the term “RV” includes any 
Temporary Emergency Dwelling (TED) defined in Exhibit A, which Exhibit is attached hereto 
and incorporated herein by this reference, and placement of any RV or TED shall be subject to the 
standards in Exhibit A, including requirements related to the location and removal of fire debris to 
protect public health. 

SECTION TWO: The Board further finds and declares that, in order to provide the public 
benefit of facilitating community recovery from the destruction caused by the Mountain View Fire, 
a written request to place an RV or other TED on a property for the purposes described in Section 
One or during reconstruction of the main building, may be submitted and approved in lieu of a 
Director Review application and permit. The approval does not require notice to contiguous 
property owners and is subject to the requirements in Exhibit A, which must be signed by the 
property owner as an agreement to comply. Application for and issuance of building permits are 
not waived and are required prior to any construction or repair (if applicable). 

SECTION THREE: The Board further finds and declares that, where the main use was 
lost to the Mountain View Fire but accessory uses survived, a reasonable interpretation is that a 
nonconforming use has been created through no fault of the property owner, and this situation shall 
be considered an existing nonconforming use. 

SECTION FOUR: The Board further finds and declares that, in order to provide the public 
benefit of facilitating community recovery from the destruction caused by the Mountain View Fire, 
the following County fees for Community Development Department permits and approvals shall 
be waived for the original property owner suffering the structural loss (fee waiver does not apply 
to a new owner purchasing a fire-impacted property): Director Review permit for placement of 
recreational vehicles on vacant property and building permits (State fees are not waived).  

SECTION FIVE: The Board further finds and declares that, the fee waivers, associated 
permits, and placement of any RV or TED pursuant to this Resolution qualify as exemptions under 
the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Section 15303 – New Construction or 
Conversion of Small Structures. An RV on the property during cleanup of the property and 
reconstruction of structures destroyed by the fire are no more impactful than new construction of 
one single-family residence or a second dwelling unit in a residential zone (§15303(a)) or a duplex 
or similar multi-family structure totaling no more than four dwelling units (§15303(b)).

EXHIBIT A 

TEMPORARY EMERGENCY DWELLING (TED) STANDARDS 

To protect the residents, the following conditions are set forth for occupancy on parcels with structures 
destroyed by the fire.  

1. Right of entry to the parcel is subject to the Mono County Public Health Department Public Health 
Order dated 19 November 2020 until modified or rescinded. 

2. A Temporary Emergency Dwelling (TED) shall include provisions for sleeping, eating, cooking, 
sanitation and water supply and includes: 

a. A recreational vehicle (RV) registered or licensed with the CA Department of Motor Vehicles 
that is mobile under its own power or through towing/carrying by another vehicle and is not 
intended to be inhabited on a permanent basis. Examples include a motor home, travel trailer, 
fifth wheel, free standing cab-over camper, tiny home on wheels, and similar units designed for 
human habitation and emergency occupation. 

b. Mobile home / Manufactured Dwelling, which is a structure certified under the National 
Manufactured Housing Construction and Safety Standards Act of 1974 and designed for, or 
occupied exclusively by, one family. 

3. Placement of a TED is subject to the following requirements of the Mono County Environmental Health 
Division: hazardous waste material management and clean up, well and septic approvals and permits. 

4. No other imminent health and safety hazards exist on the parcel, as determined at the discretion of the 
Director of Environmental Health. 

5. Addressing:  
a. Locations:  Existing addresses for the property shall be placed in a visible location at the 

entrance to the property and/or near the TED at the following location: 
i. If the driveway branches within the property to multiple dwellings on the property, an 

address sign shall also be placed at the intersection indicating the direction to each 
dwelling.  

b. Size and Type of address numbers / letters: Per Section 505.1 of the 2019 California Fire Code, 
lettering shall be a minimum of 4 inches in height with a 0.5-inch stroke on a reflective or 
contrasting background. 

6. The following requirements apply to the placement of a TED: 
a. One TED is allowed per destroyed residence, not to exceed a maximum of two (2) TEDs per 

parcel, unless otherwise approved by the Community Development Director. Proof of more than 
two legal residences shall be required. 

b. The TED is only occupied by persons who resided on the parcel in the damaged/destroyed 
home and are now displaced due to the fire.  

c. Use of any TED shall not exceed 18 months from the date of written notification from the 
property owner to the Community Development Department or continue after final construction 
approval for the reconstructed dwelling unit, whichever occurs first. The Community 
Development Director may issue extensions up to a total of three years from the date a building 
permit is issued for the residential unit provided a written request is submitted detailing the 
justification and need for the extension. The TED must no longer be occupied as a temporary 
dwelling upon issuance of an Occupancy Permit. Unless otherwise approved by the Community 
Development Director, the TED must be removed from the parcel once no longer used for that 
purpose.  

d. Placement of the TED meets the following setbacks: 
i. Minimum setbacks for the property’s land use designation.  
ii. A TED shall not be placed in any easements. 

e. Use of the TED is not detrimental to public health, safety or general welfare or create 



a public nuisance. 
f. If applicable, separate access to the fire debris cleanup work area and to TED should 

be provided or residents should refrain from utilizing shared access during those 
periods when active fire debris clean-up operations are occurring.  

g. Residents should take proper precautions to protect from ash, hazardous materials, 
and injury, which may include sheltering in the TED while on the parcel when not 
otherwise performing essential outdoor on-site, work and wearing appropriate PPE 
including N95 respirators, appropriate clothing, and if applicable, gloves. Residents 
shall refrain from approaching active cleanup operations. Contact the Environmental 
Health Division for further guidance. 

7. The Community Development Director, within her sole discretion, may accept alternatives to 
these standards that offer similar protections, or impose additional requirements, based on 
specific site conditions to protect public health.

Fiscal Impact 
The ordinance may result in de minimus fine revenue to the County, which would partially offset 
the costs of enforcement. 
 
Discussion 
The County's existing administrative penalty system (Mono County Code Chapter 1.12) provides 
for the imposition of penalties for violations of state and county law, including state and local 
health orders. However, Chapter 1.12 is general in nature and was not drafted, or specifically-
tailored, to address violations of public health orders related to COVID-19 (“COVID 
Orders”).  This ordinance would create a more-tailored administrative penalty procedure for 
violations involving COVID Orders, and would establish penalty amounts for those violations. 
Specific modifications from the existing system are as follows: 
 

• Provides for preliminary review of administrative citation by the Health Officer if 
requested by the person cited. If the Health Officer does not find that citation is 
warranted, it is dismissed; 

• For any appeal of a citation, the hearing officer would be a neutral person appointed by 
the CAO – not required to be a Planning Commissioner as provided in Chapter 1.12; 

• Citations could be issued by Public Health staff and others designated by the Health 
Officer, rather than by the Code Compliance Specialist; 



• Penalty amounts under existing Chapter 1.12 are $100 per day for the first five days of 
violation and $500 for each day thereafter. The proposed ordinance would instead 
implement fines of $250 per violation (for non-commercial activity) and $500 (first 
violation, for commercial activity), $1000 (second violation, for commercial activity), 
$2000 (subsequent violations, for commercial activity); 

• The proposed ordinance does not include provision of a “Notice of Violation” in advance 
of citation issuance.  The Notice of Violation works well for violations involving land use 
regulations, but is cumbersome and awkward for COVID violations.  While the Notice is 
optional under Chapter 1.12, as a practical matter, it is always provided.  This is in part 
because there is not much direction in Chapter 1.12 regarding the procedure if one is not 
provided.  The proposed ordinance eliminates the Notice of Violation and creates a single 
written notice (the citation itself), with an option to provide a period to correct the 
violation where appropriate. 

• The ordinance would sunset when the Governor’s proclamation of emergency is 
terminated.

URGENCY ORDINANCE OF THE MONO COUNTY BOARD  
OF SUPERVISORS ADOPTING AN ADMINISTRATIVE PENALTY  

PROCEDURE AND PENALTY AMOUNTS FOR VIOLATIONS OF PUBLIC 
HEALTH ORDERS AND STATE GUIDELINES OR ORDERS RELATED TO 

PREVENTING THE SPREAD OF COVID-19  

WHEREAS, on March 4, 2020, Governor Newsom issued a Proclamation of a State 
of Emergency in the State of California related to the COVID-19 pandemic; and 

WHEREAS, the County of Mono Health Officer declared a local health emergency 
related to COVID-19 on March 15, 2020; and 

WHEREAS, on March 17, 2020, the Board of Supervisors of the County of Mono 
ratified the local health emergency related to COVID-19 as proclaimed by the Health Officer 
and additionally declared a local emergency; and 

WHEREAS, in light of the COVID-19 pandemic and Governor Newsom's emergency 
proclamation, on March 12, 2020, the Governor issued Executive Order N-25-20, ordering 
residents to heed any order by local public health officials, "including but not limited to the 
imposition of social distancing measures, to control the spread of COVID-19;" and 

WHEREAS, a violation of the Governor's Executive Order N-25-20 is a misdemeanor 
pursuant to California Government Code section 8665; and 

WHEREAS, California Health and Safety Code section 120275 and 120295 
additionally make it a misdemeanor to violate certain sections of the Health and Safety Code, 
including those requiring individuals to comply with State or local health orders related to 
communicable, contagious and infectious disease prevention; and 

WHEREAS, California Government Code section 25132 make it a misdemeanor to 
violate any county ordinance unless by ordinance it is made an infraction; and 

WHEREAS, failure to follow orders of the Local Health Officer or State Orders or 
guidelines related to the control of the spread of COVID-19 (“Public Health Orders”) presents 
an immediate threat to the public peace, health and safety as described in Government Code 
section 25123(d) by increasing the likelihood that the COVID-19 virus will spread throughout 
the County in a manner that may overwhelm health care systems and may lead to injury and 
death that might otherwise be substantially reduced through adherence to Public Health Orders; 
and 
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WHEREAS, the immediate enforcement of Public Health Orders is necessary for 
the effective implementation of such orders for the purpose of controlling the spread of 
COVID-19 in Mono County; and 

 
WHEREAS, California Government Code section 53069.4 provides authority 

for the Mono County Board of Supervisors to set administrative penalties for violation 
of any ordinance enacted by the County; and 

WHEREAS, establishing administrative penalties as a mechanism to enforce the 
orders of the Health Officer on an urgency basis is necessary for such remedy to be effective 
and useful; and 

WHEREAS, administrative penalties under this Ordinance provide an alternative 
enforcement mechanism that will augment the County's ability to combat the negative effects 
of the COVID-19 pandemic, provide relief to employees currently responsible for 
enforcement and streamline and adapt the enforcement process to the unique circumstances 
of the COVID-19 pandemic; and 

 WHEREAS, Government Code § 25131 expressly authorizes the Board of Supervisors to 
adopt an urgency ordinance immediately upon its introduction. The Board finds that, as set forth 
herein, the facts and circumstances support adoption of this Ordinance on an urgency basis. The 
Board further finds that this Ordinance should apply within both unincorporated and, where 
requested by the Town of Mammoth Lakes, incorporated areas to provide the County with broad 
authority to address violations of Public Health Orders that contribute to the spread of COVID-19 
in the county; 

NOW, THEREFORE, The Board of Supervisors of the County of Mono, State of 
California, ordains as follows: 

SECTION 1. Findings and Purpose. 

The Board of Supervisors of the County of Mono finds and declares all of the following:  

A. The above recitals are true and correct, and are incorporated herein. 

B. In order to address the immediate threat to the public peace, health, safety 
and welfare, this Ordinance helps to ensure that Public Health Orders issued 
for the purpose of controlling the spread of the COVID-19 virus, are 
followed by providing an effective administrative enforcement mechanism as 
an alternative to the mechanisms already available. 

C. Issuance of administrative penalties provides a significant deterrent to violating 
Public Health Orders respecting COVID-19, will help promote compliance 
with contact tracing and any resulting isolation and quarantine orders, social 
distancing requirements, the wearing of facial coverings and other means of 
controlling the spread of COVID-19. 

D. This alternative enforcement mechanism is also designed to provide some relief 
to law enforcement and code enforcement, to enable additional County staff to 
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assist with enforcing the Health Officer's orders, and to enhance the County's 
ability to control the spread of COVID-19. 

E. Pursuant to Section 53069.4 of the California Government Code, the Board of 
Supervisors elects to create an administrative penalty and hearing process and 
to specify that violation of such Orders constitutes a violation of this 
Ordinance. 

F. The potential damage caused by a violation of Public Health Orders demands a 
substantial penalty so as to provide an effective and significant deterrent to 
violating such orders. 

G. For violations of Public Health Orders involving activities designed to make a 
profit, the administrative penalties must be substantial so as not to be relegated 
as "the cost of doing business". 

 
SECTION 2. Citation. 

This ordinance may be referred to as the "COVID-19 Administrative Penalties Ordinance." 

SECTION 3. Definitions. 

A. "Board" means the Mono County Board of Supervisors. 

B. "Citation" or "Administrative Citation" means a civil citation issued pursuant to 
this Ordinance. 

C. "County" means the county of Mono. 

D. "Days" means calendar days. 

E. "Enforcement Officer" means the Health Officer of the County, anyone 
designated by the Health Officer, any Public Health staff authorized by the 
Health Department Director, any Code Enforcement Officer from the Division 
of Code Enforcement in the Community Development Department, any peace 
officer with jurisdiction in the unincorporated territory of Mono County, or 
anyone identified by resolution of the Board. 

F. "COVID-19 Order" means:  

(1) all orders of the County Health Officer that are now in existence, or later 
come into existence, which are issued for the purpose of controlling the 
spread of or treating the COVID-19 virus, and which reflects the Governor's 
order to all residents to heed the orders of local public health officials, as 
stated in paragraph 1 of Executive Order N-25-20 issued on March 12, 2020. 

(2) All orders of the State Public Health Officer, state guidance documents 
issued for businesses and activities that have been adopted or approved by the 
County Health Officer, as well as any state guidance and directives posted on 
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covid19.ca.gov that are described as mandatory, binding, or otherwise 
presented as enforceable obligations. 

G. "Responsible Party" means an individual or legal entity, or the agent or 
legal guardian of such individual or entity, whose action or failure to act 
violated a COVID-19 Order. 

 
 
SECTION 4. Adoption of County Health Officer Orders as County Law. 
 
All COVID-19 Orders are hereby incorporated into this ordinance as the law of the County of 
Mono. 
 
 
SECTION 5. Violation and Enforcement. 
 

A. Misdemeanor. A violation of a COVID-19 Order is a misdemeanor, a public 
nuisance, and a violation of this Ordinance, and as such, a violation of this 
ordinance may be enforced as a misdemeanor, as a nuisance, or as a civil 
violation through imposition of administrative penalties as detailed in this 
ordinance. 
 

B. Enforcement. This Ordinance may be enforced by any Enforcement Officer. 
 
C. County Discretion.  Use of this Ordinance shall be at the sole discretion of the 

County, its officers, agents and employees. 
 
D.  False Statements. Every person who willfully states anything which that person 

knows to be false in any oral or written statement to an Enforcement Officer or 
Hearing Officer regarding the subject of an investigation, Citation, or hearing 
occurring pursuant to this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, punished by 
a fine not exceeding $1,000, or by imprisonment in a County jail not to exceed one 
year, or by both that fine and imprisonment.  

 
SECTION 6.  Nonexclusivity and Election of Proceedings. 

This Ordinance provides for enforcement proceedings that are supplemental to all 
other enforcement proceedings provided by local, state or federal law, whether 
administrative, civil or criminal in nature. As such, the provisions of this ordinance may be 
utilized alone or in conjunction with other remedies. Election to employ one or more 
proceedings provided by this ordinance shall be at the sole discretion of the County, and 
shall be without prejudice to the County choosing to also proceed simultaneously or 
subsequently by pursuing different enforcement proceedings with respect to the same 
violation. 
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The Office of the County Counsel is hereby authorized to file a civil action on behalf of 
the County to enjoin any violation(s) of this Ordinance and to obtain other appropriate relief 
needed to cease and abate such violations, as well as to recover all associated County costs, 
attorneys’ fees, and any fines or penalties imposed. No further Board authority or permission to 
initiate litigation is required to enforce violations of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 7. Issuance of Citation; Penalty Amounts. 

A. Each Day Separate Violation.  Each and every day a violation of a 
COVID-19 Order exists constitutes a separate and distinct offense, each 
of which may be subject to a separate Citation. 

B. Issuance of Citation.  Any Responsible Party violating any provision of a 
COVID-19 Order may be issued an Administrative Citation by an Enforcement 
Officer.  The Enforcement Officer may issue a Citation for a violation not 
committed in his or her presence, if he or she determines through investigation, 
including but not limited to credible input from County staff, that the 
Responsible Party did commit or is otherwise responsible for the violation. 

 
C. Optional Correction Period. If a violation is capable of being cured within an 

extended period of time (i.e., is an ongoing violation and the Responsible Party 
has the apparent ability to effect a resolution within a certain period of time), an 
Administrative Citation may include a correction period to cure the violation(s) 
and avoid the civil penalty set forth in the Citation. The correction period may 
range from 1-72 hours from the date of the Citation. In determining whether to 
provide a correction period and in determining the length of any correction 
period included in a Citation, the Enforcement Officer shall consider the 
following factors. All matters relating to correction periods, including whether 
one is to be provided, are within the sole discretion of the Enforcement Officer 
and are not appealable.  

 
1) The gravity of the public health risk posed by the violation;  
2) Whether the Responsible Party has been previously counseled 
regarding the violation;  
3) For a violation arising from commercial activities, whether the 
violation is likely to result in increased revenue or avoided costs;  
4) Whether the violation is the subject of a prior Citation;  
5) Whether the Responsible Party is making good faith efforts to achieve 
and maintain compliance with Public Health Orders; and  
6) Any other matters relating to the nature, circumstances, extent, and 
gravity of the violation. 

D. Compliance Reporting. If a correction period is provided, the Responsible 
Party must cure each cited violation and must report to the Enforcement Officer 
when each cited violation is cured prior to expiration of the correction period. 
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Each such report must include the Responsible Party’s contact information and 
availability information sufficient to ensure the Enforcement Officer can verify 
compliance within 72 hours of the date of cure. 

E. Penalty Amount – Non-commercial Activity. The civil penalty for each 
violation involving a non-commercial activity shall be a fine not to exceed 
$250. 

F. Penalty Amount – Commercial Activity.  The civil penalty for each violation 
involving a commercial activity shall be a fine not to exceed $500 for the first 
occurrence, $1000 for the second occurrence and $2,000 for each subsequent 
occurrence. 

G. Payment.  The administrative penalty becomes effective and due immediately 
upon issuance of the Citation or failure to correct within any correction period. 
The Responsible Party has ninety (90) days from the date of service of the 
Citation to pay the penalty in the absence of a timely submitted request for an 
administrative appeal under Section 10. 

 
SECTION 8. Form and Service for Citation. 

A. The Administrative Citation shall contain the following information: 

1. The name and address of the Responsible Party; 
2. The date and address or description of the location where the violation 

occurred; 
3. Reference to the COVID-19 Order that was violated, including 

reference to the paragraph number containing the provision violated 
and the date of issuance of the COVID-19 Order; a brief description 
of the violation should be included if greater specificity is required to 
identify the violation; 

4. The amount of the penalty for the violation; 
5. A statement that the actual costs to the county incurred as a result of 

the violation may be charged to them in addition to the penalty and an 
estimate of those costs, if known; 

6. If a correction period is provided, the length of that period; 
7. Identification of appeal rights and a description of how to seek review 

and appeal; 
8. The signature of the Enforcement Officer issuing the Citation along with 

the date of issuance of the Citation. 

B. Any Administrative Citation issued pursuant to this ordinance shall be served 
upon the Responsible Party pursuant to Section 9. 

SECTION 9. Service Procedures. 
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An Administrative Citation may be served on the Responsible Party under either of the 
following procedures: 

 
A. Personal service: personal service may be accomplished without violating the 

COVID-19 Orders by setting the Citation documents down near the Responsible 
Party and stating, in a voice loud enough to be heard by the Responsible Party, 
that the documents are for the Responsible Party, if the Responsible Party 
subsequently either picks up the documents or makes an indication that they 
understand that the documents are intended for them; or 

 
B. Posting and Mailing: posting and mailing by doing both of the following: 

 
1. Posting the Citation on any real property within the County in which the County 

has knowledge that the Responsible Party has a legal interest, or at the location 
at which the violation occurred; posting shall be placed in a position that is 
likely to catch the attention of a person entering the property, including but not 
limited to a front door, gate, or near a mailbox; and 

 
2. Mailing the Citation by first-class mail, postage prepaid, to the address 

where the Citation was posted, or to any other mailing address of the 
Responsible Party that is known to the County if the County reasonably 
believes that such mailing address will be at least as effective at reaching the 
Responsible Party, including but not limited to an address provided by a 
Responsible Party in a request for appeal of a Citation. 

Service shall be complete at the time of personal service, or five days after posting and 
mailing. 

SECTION 10. Procedure to Appeal an Administrative Citation. 

A. Any recipient of a Citation who is identified as a Responsibly Party may 
contest the violation as cited by appealing the Citation to the County. 

B. To appeal the Citation, the recipient must give written notice of appeal to 
the County within ten (10) days from the date of service of the Citation. The 
notice to the County may be made by either completing and returning a 
form created by the County for appealing Citations, or by providing a 
document, in writing, bearing the title, "Appeal of Administrative Citation", 
containing the following: 

1. The name, address and phone number of the appellant; and 
2. Sufficient information to identify the Citation; and 
3. The grounds on which the Citation is being contested; and 
4. All information, including copies of any exhibits, that supports the 

grounds for appealing the Citation. 
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Notice of appeal may be submitted by any of the following means: 
1. By email to:  countycounsel@mono.ca.gov; 
2. By mail to: Mono County Counsel, P.O. Box 2415, Mammoth Lakes, 

CA 93546; or  
3. By personal delivery to the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors, 74 

School Street, Bridgeport, California or to the Office of the County 
Counsel at 1290 Tavern Road, Mammoth Lakes, California. 

C. Upon timely receipt of a request for appeal, the County will present the matter 
to the County Health Officer, or his or her designee, for an initial determination 
whether the appellant violated a COVID-19 Order as stated in the Citation 
being appealed. 

1. The County Health Officer, or designee, will consider the appeal by 
reviewing any or all of the associated documents presented by the 
appellant and the Enforcement Officer; 

2. The County Health Officer, or designee, may choose to consult the 
appellant, or any other person they believe may offer relevant 
information; 

3. If the County Health Officer, or designee, determines that a violation 
did not occur, the County will withdraw the Citation along with the 
associated penalty; 

4. If the County Health Officer, or designee, determines that a violation 
occurred, the County will give notice to the appellant, pursuant to 
Section 9, of the determination along with instructions for how to 
continue pursuing the appeal if desired. 

D. The Health Officer’s, or designee’s determination shall become the final 
administrative order if appellant does not submit the matter for a hearing before 
a Hearing Officer as described below. 

 
E. If the appellant wishes to submit the matter for a hearing before a Hearing 

Officer following determination by the County Health Officer or designee, 
the appellant must provide written notice to the County within ten (10) days 
of service of the notice of the Health Officer’s or designee’s determination. 
Upon timely receipt of such notice, the County will arrange for the matter to 
be heard by a Hearing Officer as detailed below.   

F. The Hearing Officer shall be a person identified to serve as a Hearing Officer 
under Mono County Code Chapter 1.12, or such other unbiased and qualified 
person(s) as may be designated for this purpose by the County Administrative 
Officer. 

G. If the matter is sent to a Hearing Officer, the County Counsel will coordinate 
with the Hearing Officer to cause the matter to be set for a video hearing, or an 
in-person hearing (if requested by the appellant in the notice of appeal) in 
accordance with those measures directed by the Health Officer to protect public 
health. In-person hearings may be delayed based on COVID-19 conditions 
within the County and upon the advice of the Health Officer. 
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H. The Office of the County Counsel will provide notice to the appellant that 
specifies the date, time and location of the hearing. Notice may be given by 
regular, first class mail at the mailing address listed in the request for appeal 
or by email to an address provided by the appellant. If by mail, such notice 
shall be placed in the mail no later than fifteen (15) days prior to the 
hearing. 

I. Prior to the hearing, the County will provide the Hearing Officer with all the 
documents provided by the appellant, along with any additional documents 
that the County believes are relevant and supportive of its case. If the 
Hearing Officer communicates with either side for the purpose of seeking 
additional documents, asking questions, or for any other purpose that is 
relevant to the hearing proceedings, he or she shall include the opposing 
party in that communication.  If, for any reason, the Hearing Officer 
receives information from a party that was not simultaneously provided to 
the opposing party, he or she shall provide such information to the opposing 
party prior to or at the hearing. 

J. Failure of a Responsible Person to request an appeal pursuant to this Section 
10 shall constitute a failure to exhaust administrative remedies. 

SECTION 11. Hearing Procedure. 

The hearing procedures specified in Mono County Code section 1.12.050 shall apply to 
hearings by a Hearing Officer requested pursuant to this Ordinance. 

 
SECTION 12. Administrative Order. 
 

A. At the conclusion of the hearing, the Hearing Officer shall determine whether 
the Responsible Party violated a Covid-19 Order as specified in the Citation 
being contested, and shall state the reasons for that decision in a written order. 

 
B. If the Hearing Officer determines that the Responsible Party violated a 

COVID-19 Order as detailed in the Citation, then the penalty amount 
identified in the Citation, or as otherwise adjusted by the Hearing Officer, 
shall be immediately due and payable to the County upon service of the 
notice of determination. 
 

C. If the Hearing Officer determines that the Responsible Party did not violate a 
COVID-19 Order as detailed in the appealed Citation, the Hearing Officer 
shall order the Citation dismissed, and the Citation will be deemed 
withdrawn by the County. 

D. The Hearing Officer shall provide a copy of the written decision and 
administrative order to County, and County shall serve the Hearing Officer's 
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decision and order to appellant either personally or by first class United 
States mail, postage prepaid. 

E. The Hearing Officer's written decision and order shall become the final 
administrative order of the County. 

SECTION 13. Right to Judicial Review. 

Any Responsible Party aggrieved by an administrative decision of a Hearing Officer or by 
the decision of the Hearing Officer may obtain further review by filing a petition for review 
with the Mono County Superior Court in accordance with the timelines and provisions as set 
forth in California Government Code Section 53069.4. 

SECTION 14. Failure to Pay Penalties. 

The County may pursue any remedy authorized by law to collect administrative penalties 
that are not timely paid, including but not limited to a civil action for collection of civil 
penalties. 

SECTION 15. Notices. 

A. The Administrative Citation and all notices to be given or served pursuant to 
this Ordinance shall be given or served on the Responsible Party in accordance 
with the provisions of this ordinance. 

B. If a notice is required by this Ordinance, including but not limited to a notice of 
Citation, and the notice is properly given or served pursuant to the provisions 
of this Ordinance, the failure to receive such notice shall not affect the validity 
of proceedings conducted pursuant to this Ordinance. 

SECTION 16. Severability. 

The provisions of this ordinance are separate and severable. If any provision of this 
ordinance is for any reason held by a court to be unconstitutional or invalid, the Board 
declares that it would have passed this ordinance irrespective of the invalidity of the 
provision held to be unconstitutional or invalid. Such unconstitutionality or invalidity shall 
therefore not affect the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, or the validity of its 
application to other persons or circumstances. 

SECTION 17. Effective Date and Termination. 

This ordinance shall take effect immediately as an urgency ordinance, and shall be applicable 
as of December 8, 2020, the date of approval of this ordinance. This is based on the Board of 
Supervisors’ findings that this ordinance is adopted in compliance with Government Code 
section 25123, and that it is necessary for the protection of the public peace, health, safety and 
welfare. 
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This ordinance shall automatically sunset upon termination of the Governor’s March 4, 2020, 
proclamation of emergency related to COVID-19, or any replacement or successor 
proclamation regarding the same subject matter.

AGENDA DESCRIPTION:
(A brief general description of what the Board will hear, discuss, consider, or act upon)

Resolution R17-86, amended Resolution R15-81, authorizing creation of Mono County's revolving loan fund to facilitate the
purchase of deed-restricted properties by Mammoth Lakes Housing (MLH). The previous resolution permits loans to MLH for
a period no longer than 12 months. This proposed Resolution allows for three 6-month extension beyond the original twelve-
month term, delegates authority to the CAO to approve these extension, and commits all fund interest earnings to affordable

housing purposes.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Adopt proposed Resolution R20-___, Superseding and Replacing Resolution R17-86, Creating a Revolving Loan Fund for
the Purchase of Deed-Restricted Housing, to Add Three 6-Month Loan Extension Periods, Delegate Authority to the CAO,
and Commit Interest Earnings to Affordable Housing Purposes.

FISCAL IMPACT:
Allowing for 6-month extensions will permit MLH more time to complete renovations and sale activities associated with
property securing the outstanding loan of $104,000, which current term expires on December 16, 2020.

Recommended Actions 

Approve Resolution 20-__ governing the Mono County Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) 

 
Fiscal Impact 

Allowing for 6-month extensions will permit MLH more time to complete renovations and sale activities 
associated with property securing the outstanding loan of $104,000, which current term expires on December 
16, 2020. 
 
Strategic Plan 

The RLF program moves Mono County towards the Mono County Strategic Plan by enhancing quality of life 
for county residents by addressing the housing crisis through policy, assistance and development programs.  
 
Background 

Mono County created the Revolving Loan fund in 2015 to help the Town of Mammoth Lakes and Mammoth 
Lakes Housing secure deed restricted housing within the town jurisdiction.  The governing resolution was 
adopted in 2015 and revised in 2017 to allow for ease of use of the Mono County RLF by Mammoth Lakes 
Housing. Mammoth Lakes Housing has utilized the RLF for a total of five (5) purchases of deed-restricted 
units between September 26, 2017 and December 31, 2019.  The RLF continues to be an asset to Mammoth 
Lakes housing and residents of Mono County be securing deed restrictions on housing units in the Town of 
Mammoth Lakes. 
 
Discussion 

The Mono County Revolving Loan Fund is an example of a program developed to address the housing crisis 
in Mono County. The Mono County RLF was created in 2015 and has been modified over time to better 
serve our community. As discussed at the November 17th, 2020 Board of Supervisors meeting there is a need 
for an updated resolution that sets policy for the administration and operation of the Mono County Revolving 
Loan fund. The changes to the Resolution include the following; 

1. Allow for the one-year deadline for repayment of short term loans to have up to three six-month 
extensions. 

2. Authorize the Mono County Administrative Officer to approve loan extensions.

3. Establish that all interest from the RLF loans be deposited into the Housing Fund for dedicated 
affordable housing work efforts. 

 
The above changes will allow for the Mono County revolving loan fund to have more flexibility to serve the 
low-income, moderate-income, and workforce households throughout the County. As per the November 18, 
2020, the County now wishes to modify the Mono County RFL, as established by Resolution 15-81 
and modified by Resolution 17-86, to provide greater flexibility to the repayment of the short-term 
loans issued by the County for the acquisition of deed- restricted below-market-rate units within the 
TOML; to authorize the County Administrative Officer to grant up to three six-month extensions to 
loan repayment deadlines; and to establish that interest the County collects on such loans be 
deposited into the Mono County Affordable Housing fund (rather than the County general fund). No 
further changes have been made to the Resolution.

LAKES, TO DELEGATE TO THE COUNTY ADMINISTRATIVE 
OFFICER THE AUTHORITY TO GRANT TO MAMMOTH LAKES 
HOUSING UP TO THREE SIX-MONTH EXTENSIONS OF SHORT-
TERM LOAN DEADLINES AND THAT INTEREST ACCRUED ON 

LOANS BE DEPOSITED IN THE MONO COUNTY REVOLVING LOAN 
FUND 

 
 

WHEREAS, Mammoth Lakes Housing, Inc. (hereinafter, “MLH”), a non-profit public 
benefit corporation, administers an affordable housing program including the implementation 
and monitoring of deed restricted below-market-rate units; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Housing Element of the Mono County General Plan (hereinafter, the 
“Housing Element”) documents the need to provide affordable housing throughout the Mono 
County region, including within the Town of Mammoth Lakes (hereinafter, the “TOML”); and 
 

WHEREAS, the Housing Element contains policies promoting and facilitating the 
provision of affordable housing throughout the region to meet the needs of all economic 
segments and special housing groups, including the provision of deed-restricted below-market 
rate units serving low and moderate income and workforce households; and 

 
WHEREAS, in addition, Housing Element policies encourage collaboration with the 

TOML and non-profit affordable housing providers, such as MLH, to develop a range of housing 
programs that address the needs of income-qualified residents throughout the region; and 

 
WHEREAS, past housing needs assessments conducted by the County have documented 

the regional needs and shared responsibilities for affordable housing between TOML and the 
County, recognizing that development within the unincorporated areas of the County creates a 
need for affordable housing within the TOML; and 

 
WHEREAS, historically, funding for these affordable housing programs and activities 

came from the TOML's Revolving Loan Fund (hereinafter, the “TOML RLF”), comprised of 
TOML Housing In-Lieu Fees; however, in 2015, the TOML RLF was at capacity and several 
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options then-held by MLF for the purchase of deed- restricted below-market-rate units would 
have expired before it was replenished; and 

 
WHEREAS, in order to assist MLH maintain the optioned units as affordable housing 

and preserve other housing for low-income, moderate-income, and workforce households, in 
2015 the County, by adopting Resolution R15-81, authorized the creation of a revolving loan 
fund comprised of the balance of the County's Housing Mitigation Fund, plus additional County 
moneys, up to a total of $300,000, to be used for short-term loans (up to one year) to be issued to 
MLF to acquire other existing deed- restricted below-market-rate units within the TOML 
consistent with the County's affordable housing goals (hereinafter, the “Mono County RLF”); 
and  
 

WHEREAS, in order to provide greater flexibility for the use of Mono County RLF 
funds, in 2017 the County, by adopting Resolution R17-86, modified the provisions and 
requirements of the Mono County RLF to eliminate the condition that Mono County RLF funds 
be used only when there are insufficient funds in the TOML RLF; and 
 

WHEREAS, the County now wishes to modify the Mono County RFL, as established by 
Resolution 15-81 and modified by Resolution 17-86, to provide greater flexibility to the 
repayment of the short-term loans issued by the County for the acquisition of deed- restricted 
below-market-rate units within the TOML; to authorize the County Administrative Officer to 
grant up to three six-month extensions to loan repayment deadlines; and to establish that interest 
the County collects on such short-term loans be deposited into the Mono County RLF (rather 
than the County general fund). 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF 
MONO RESOLVES that: 

 
SECTION ONE: Findings.  The Board of Supervisors finds that: 

(1) the acquisition of deed-restricted below-market-rate housing for sale to low-income, 
moderate-income, and workforce households within the TOML is consistent with and 
furthers the policies set forth in the County's General Plan and Housing Element; 

 
(2) development within the unincorporated areas of Mono County creates a need for 

workforce and affordable housing units countywide, including within the TOML; and 
 

(3) the creation of a source of funds to provide low and moderate income and workforce 
housing furthers the County's express General Plan and Housing Element goals as 
well as the public purposes of preserving and providing affordable housing stock in 
the region and mitigating the impacts of market-rate development within the 
unincorporated areas. 

 
SECTION TWO: Mono County RLF.  There shall continue to be in the County 
Treasury the Mono County RLF, which shall consist of the entire balance of the County's 
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Housing Mitigation Fund plus such additional County-only funds from within the County 
Treasury as may be necessary to meet the purposes set forth herein, up to a total amount 
of $300,000. 
 
SECTION THREE: Use of Fund Moneys.  Short-term loans from the Mono County 
RLF may be made to MLH for the acquisition of existing deed/resale restricted housing 
units within the TOML for the purpose of preserving housing for low-income, moderate-
income and workforce households (hereinafter, “Units”).  Units purchased shall be 
marketed for sale as below market rate. 
 
SECTION FOUR: Interest, Security, and Repayment.  Interest shall be charged to MLH 
on Mono County RLF loans made for the purposes set forth herein in the amount of the 
County Treasury’s return on investment from the fiscal-year quarter immediately 
preceding the date the loan is made.  All interested collected from MLH on Mono County 
RLF loans shall be deposited in the Mono County Affordable Housing Fund for use 
consistent with the purposes of obtaining and maintaining affordable housing 
opportunities in Mono County.  Security shall be given in the form of a first priority deed 
of trust on the acquired Unit.  Loans shall be repaid in full to the Mono County RLF upon 
the sale of the Unit, or within one year, whichever is sooner.  Notwithstanding the 
foregoing, upon written request of MLH submitted to the County no less than 30 days 
prior to any repayment deadline (or an extension thereof), the County Administrative 
Officer is authorized, in his or her discretion, to grant MLH up to three (3) extensions of 
six months each to the repayment deadline (or an extension thereof) of any loan issued to 
MLH from the Mono County RLF. 
 
SECTION FIVE: Loan Agreements.  The County Administrative Officer, in 
consultation with County Counsel, is authorized to negotiate and execute on behalf of the 
County loan agreements with MLH consistent with this Resolution, in amounts not to 
exceed $300,000 or the available uncommitted fund balance of the Mono County RLF, 
whichever is less, for the purpose of acquiring and reselling at below market rates 
existing Units within the TOML. 
 
SECTION SIX: Reporting.  Quarterly reports on Mono RLF loan activities shall be 
presented to the Board of Supervisors by MLH staff.  Reports shall include all financial 
activity since the previous reporting period as well as descriptions of Units preserved and 
Units returned to the deed restricted market as a result of a Mono County RLF loan.  If no 
Mono County RLF loan has been made or is outstanding, then no reporting shall be 
required. 
 
SECTION SEVEN: Termination of the Mono County RLF.  The County reserves the 
right at any time and in its sole discretion to cancel, close, and/or terminate the Mono 
County RLF by providing notice to MLH that no further loans will be made.  Upon 
receipt of such notice and by the date stated in the loan agreement, MLH shall repay to 
the Mono County RLF any amounts then outstanding. 
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SECTION EIGHT: Resolution Nos. 15-81 and 17-86 Superseded.  This Resolution 
supersedes, and replaces in their entirety, that Resolution 15-81 of the Mono County 
Board of Supervisors adopted the 17th day of November, 2015 and that Resolution 17-86 
of the Mono County Board of Supervisors adopted the 5th day of December, 2017, 
neither of which shall be of any further force and effect.

Construction Board of Appeals. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
Both Dan Hennarty’s and Steve Shipley’s terms for members of the Mono County Construction 
Board of Appeals expired on December 31, 2019.  Mr. Hennarty and Mr. Shipley were 
contacted by Tom Perry in October of 2020 to see if they would be interested in serving another 
term.  Both agreed to serve another four-year term each that will expire on December 31, 2023.      
 
FISCAL IMPACT 
Fiscal impacts are negligible.  Board operating costs are confined to support staff and minimal 
office expenses. Appeal fees will cover costs of individual appeals. 
 
DISCUSSION 
The purpose of the Construction Board of Appeals is to hear appeals of orders, decisions and 
determinations of the Building Official related to Mono County Title 15 and building codes. 
Section 113 of the 2019 California Building Code mandates the local governing authority 
appointment of a building Board of Appeals. Mono County Code Section 15.04.110 provides 
further direction, specifying four-year terms for Board of Appeal members, and requiring the 
five-member board to consist of persons with experience in the field of construction (see 
Attachment A).

ATTACHMENT A (Mono County Code) 
15.04.110 Board of Appeals. 
The construction Board of Appeals shall hear and decide appeals of orders, decisions or 
determinations made by the Building official relative to the application and interpretation of Mono 
County Title 15 and provide reasonable determinations of decisions rendered by the officials charged 
with the responsibility of enforcing the Building Codes, as amended from time to time including, but not 
limited to the following: 
 
A. Qualifications. The construction Board of Appeals (“Board of Appeals”) shall consist of at least 

five voting members appointed by the Board of Supervisors, all of whom should be residents of 
Mono County.  Any specific appeal shall be heard by at least a majority of the voting members.  
1. The members shall consist of persons with experience in the field of construction and   

deemed qualified to understand issues relating to this field. 
2. No county officer or employee shall serve as a voting member of the construction Board of 

Appeals. 
3. The members shall serve for four years and may be reappointed after that for successive four 

year terms.  In order to ensure continuity on the Board, terms shall be staggered, with two 
members of the initial Board appointed for two year terms and three members of the initial 
Board appointed for four-year terms.  Members of the initial Board shall determine, through 
the drawing of lots, which two members shall serve two-year terms and which three members 
shall serve four-year terms.     

B.  Limitations on Authority. An application for appeal shall be based on a claim that the true intent 
of this Code or the rules legally adopted thereunder have been incorrectly interpreted, or the 
provisions of this Code do not fully apply, or an equally good or better form of construction has 
been proposed and denied by the Building Official.  
1. The Construction Board of Appeals shall have no authority relative to interpretation of the 

administrative provisions of these codes, nor shall the Board be empowered to waive 
requirements of these codes.  

2. Any cost for tests or research required by the Board to substantiate the claim of the appellant 
shall be the sole responsibility of the appellant. 

C. Building Official Ex-Officio member. The building official for Mono County shall be an ex-officio 
member of the Board, and shall act as secretary of said Board, but shall have no vote. 

D. Rules, Decisions, Legislative Recommendations. The Board shall adopt reasonable rules and 
regulations for conducting its investigations and shall render all decisions and findings in writing to 
the appellant with a duplicate copy to the Building Official. 

E. Appeals to Board. Any person aggrieved by an order, decision, or determination of the official 
charged with the responsibility of enforcing those respective codes may, within twenty working 
days of the date of the order, decision, or determination was made, appeal to the Board of 
Appeals for a hearing.  
1. The appeal must be in writing and accompanied by a filing fee which shall be established by 

resolution of the County Board of Supervisors.  
2. The appeal shall be filed with the County Building Division and with the Building Official.  A 

form will be provided at the Community Development Department.  
3. All supporting documents shall be submitted with the form at the time of filing of the appeal. 

F. Hearing. The Building Official, or his or her designee, shall schedule a hearing within twenty  
working days of receiving the request for hearing and shall give notice of the time, place, and 
subject matter of the hearing to the person filing the appeal and to each member of the Board of 
Appeals.   
1. The hearing shall be informal.  
2. The Board shall announce its decision within five (5) working days after the hearing has 

concluded. 
G. Finality of Decision. The decision of the Board of Appeals shall be the final administrative 

decision, and no provision of any ordinance of the County shall be interpreted as permitting a 
further administrative appeal to the County Board of Supervisors or any other county board or 
commission.

Recommended Action: Permit MCPE exempt status employees to carry unused Merit leave 
balances from 2020 into 2021. 

 
Background: Certain employees in the Mono County Public Employees (MCPE) bargaining unit 
are defined as exempt for overtime pay per the Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA). As part of the 
MCPE Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), Article 22, these employees are granted 80 hours 
of Merit Leave each calendar year in recognition of the additional hours they work which are not 
compensated with overtime pay. The 80 hours of Merit Leave are granted at the beginning of 
each calendar year and must be used by December 31st of that year or they are forfeited.  
(Note: The At-Will or unrepresented county employees are also FLSA exempt and as such also 
receive 80 hours of Merit Leave per calendar year.)  
 
During the 2020 calendar year due to COVID-19 it has been difficult for employees to schedule 
time off due to the increased work demands associated with the pandemic. In June of this year 
the Board approved through R20-57 to permit the at-will group of employees to carry over any 
unused merit hours from their 2020 balance into 2021 calendar year. We believe it is fair and 
appropriate for the same merit leave roll over provision to be applied to the MCPE employees as 
they are under the same workload pressures as the at-will employees. 
 
Attached to this staff report is a table of the unused merit leave balances for the MCPE exempt 
employees effective December 1, 2020. The bolded numbers are those employees working in 
Public Health and while they have been directly affected by COVID-19, other departments have 
not escaped the heavy workload and hectic pace brought on by this pandemic.  
 
This action is only requested for 2020 merit leave balances and does not impact future years.
