MINUTES

1. CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 10:03am.
2. INTRODUCTIONS: Introductions were made.
3. PUBLIC COMMENT: No Public Comment.
4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES (4-1-15) A MOTION WAS MADE BY MORTON, SECONDED BY JONES TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF APRIL 1, 2015 AS WRITTEN. MOTION APPROVED 5-0.
5. STAFF/COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS: Mr. Simpson reported on a 3rd quarter TOT increase from last year and announce Sue Burak was appointed as the newest commissioner to the Mono County Fisheries Commission. 
6. DEPARTMNET OF FISH AND WILDLIFE UPDATE: Mr. Erdman reported on the department’s participation with Mule Days in Bishop and updated the commission on the Department of Fish and Wildlife stocking schedule for Mono County in the summer of 2015. 
7. MONTHLY BUDGET UPDATE: Mr. Simpson reported no change in spending since the last meeting. 
· Fish and Game Fine Fund - $1,935 available ($3,500 encumbered for Eastern Sierra Wildlife Care, $5,070.00 encumbered for DFG Scopes, $5,100 encumbered for Fish Stocking)
· MCFC regular budget - $0 available ($500 encumbered for the June Lake Trout Tournament, $2,000 encumbered for BFEF, $3,000 encumbered for Kids Fishing Festival, $19,500 encumbered for Fish Stocking)

8. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Mono County Strategic Plan – Supervisors Corless. Supervisor Corless presented on the Mono County Strategic Plan and how the county will use it as a guideline for policy decisions in the future.
9. DISCUSSION/POSSILBE ACTION - Mono County Fisheries Commission Strategic Plan – Commissioner Morton.  The commission worked to get a draft outline of their annual strategic plan together that included strategies of Fish Enhancement, Education, Fishing Promotion, Wildlife, and Networking.
10. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Mammoth Creek Cleanup Project – Staff.  Supervisor Corless updated the commission on the progress for the upcoming Mammoth Creek Cleanup Project and requested their assistance to promote and gather support for the event. 
11. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Central Sierra Association of County Fish and Game Commissioners Update – Commissioner Mueller.  Commissioner Mueller updated the commission on the progress being made with the Central Sierra Association of County Fish and Game Commissioners that recently met to discuss fish and wildlife issues affecting the central sierra. Commissioner Mueller reported more meetings would be held in the future for potential collaboration efforts. 
12. DISCUSSION/POSSILBE ACTION – California Department of Fish and Game Meeting on June 10 and 11, 2015 – Commissioner Mueller.  Commissioner Mueller discussed the upcoming California Fish and Game Commission meeting being held in Mammoth Lakes the following week.  The commission discussed potential topics to discuss during the public comment period including Bobcat trapping, Sage Grouse and the reduction of DFW fish stocking.
13. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Conway Ranch Recirculating System – Commissioner Mueller.  Commissioner Mueller discussed potential barriers to creating a recirculating system out at Conway Ranch. Commissioner Mueller reported on the progress and challenges with the current recirculating system being used at Humboldt State University and how that would translate to a potential system at Conway Ranch. 
14. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Economic Impact of DFW 2015 Stocking Reduction – Commissioner Burak. This item was tabled to the next meeting. 
15.  DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Mono County Fish Stocking Procedures – Commissioner Anthony.  Commissioner Anthony discussed possible ways to stock fish in different locations around lakes and rivers in Mono County.  Commissioner Anthony suggested using the Bridgeport Fish Enhancement Foundation trailer as a stocking device so fish could be dispersed equally throughout different locations.
