MINUTES

1. CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 10:02am
2. INTRODUCTIONS: Introductions were made
3. PUBLIC COMMENT: None
4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES (3-15-16): A MOTION WAS MADE BY MORTON, SECONDED BY PARKER, TO APPROVE THE MARCH MINUTES AS WRITTEN. MOTION APPROVED 4-0, NO ABSTENTIONS
5. STAFF/COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS: Mr. Simpson reported the Board of Supervisors approved the Fish and Game Fine Fund expenditure. The tourism department is working with Visit Mammoth to name the month of June as “Learn to Fish Month.” Public meetings were being held in Bridgeport and Lee Vining to discuss the future of Conway Ranch. Troutfest has confirmed their event date of June 25th. Tenkara fishing was discussed as a possible new way to fish in the Eastern Sierra. Mammoth Lakes Tourism was anticipating increasing stocking in the Mammoth Lakes Basin for this year. Ms. Mueller updated the commission on the recent Inyo County Fisheries Commission meeting. 
6. DEPARTMNET OF FISH AND WILDLIFE UPDATE: None.
7. MONTHLY BUDGET UPDATE
· Fish and Game Fine Fund - $16,900 Starting Balance. $1,700 available ($3,500 encumbered for Eastern Sierra Wildlife Care, $700 for FOI, $2,000 for BFEF, $4,000 for Trout in the Classroom, $5,000 for June Lake Trout Study)
· MCFC regular budget - $25,000 Starting Balance. $550 available ($750 encumbered for Fishing Guide, $21,700 for fish stocking, $2,000 for Kids Fishing Festival) 
8. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION - Fishing Regulation Changes on Rush Creek and RCCP Form – Commissioner Morton: Commissioner Morton discussed the need for additional letters of recommendation for the RCCP form and urged the commission to contact their local representatives. 

9. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Department of Fish and Wildlife Pre Stocking Evaluation (PSE) – Commissioner Morton: Commissioner Morton discussed the protocol for the Department of Fish and Wildlife Pre Stocking Evaluation and expressed opportunity for the commission and Mono County to give their input to switch to diploid trout stocking. Dr. Tom Jenkins passed out a document on his thoughts between Triploid and Diploid trout. The commission decided to read the document over the next month and discuss it in depth at the next regular scheduled meeting.
10. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Updating the Mono County Fisheries Catch and Release Brochure – Commission Mueller: Mr. Simpson reported Visit Mammoth, Visit Bishop and possible Inyo County Fisheries Commission would like to participate in the brochure and help pay for printing costs. New edits would need to be made to incorporate Inyo County. A revised version would be presented to the commission in the future. 
11. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – 2016-17 Mono County Fish Stocking Schedule– Staff: Mr. Simpson presented the final stocking schedule to the commission.
12. DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION – Mono County Economic Development, Tourism and Film Commission Update – Staff: Mr. Simpson reported a picture of the Eastern Sierra would be on the cover of California Sportsmen next month.
