HDAP is a county-administered 
program that assists disabled 
individuals who are experiencing 
homelessness apply for disability 
benefit programs while also providing 
housing assistance.

HDAP will...
• Provide stable housing while assisting 

individuals in applying for disability 
income benefits.

• Prioritize those who are experiencing 
chronic homelessness, at-risk-of 
homelessness or who rely most 
heavily on state/county funded 
programs.

• Develop and support strong 
partnerships within the community 
and serve participants by:
• Providing housing assistance (both 

interim and permanent) to assist 
individuals to exit homelessness; 
and

• Increasing participation for various 
disability income benefits programs.

Eligible Populations: 
Individuals with disabilities who are 
experiencing homelessness or at-risk-
of homelessness (including those that 
appear to be or are likely eligible for 
disability benefit programs) are eligible 
to receive HDAP services. 

Disabling condition for the purposes 
of chronic homelessness is defined as: 
A diagnosable substance use disorder, 
serious mental illness, developmental 
disability, or chronic physical illness or 
disability, including the co-occurrence 
of two or more of these conditions. A 
disabling condition limits an individual’s 
ability to work or perform one or more 
activities of daily living.
